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The Eastern Neighborhoods Citizen Advisory Committee (EN CAC) is reaching out to your community 
organization to get your ideas and prioritized for capital and infrastructure projects around your 
neighborhood. 

Background 

The EN CAC is an advisory body that, among other duties, advises the City on how to spend revenue 
from development impact fees on capital improvements in the Eastern Neighborhoods.  As you may 
know, the Eastern Neighborhoods Plan (or Plans) was approved in 2009 to guide development in the 
South of Market (both East Soma and Western Soma), the Mission, Showplace Square / Potrero, and 
Central Waterfront (aka Dogpatch).   To enable growth in appropriate locations, the EN Plans included 
the creation of impact fees that developers are required to pay to help address growth-induced impacts.    

Eastern Neighborhood Capital Projects 

The City maintains a list of Eastern Neighborhoods capital projects, some of which are designated as top 
priorities, for potential revenue spending.   This list identifies projects from the original approvals and 
public realm, streetscape, and open space plans developed subsequently.    

In helping to advise the City on impact fee spending, the CAC is taking a fresh look at this list to assure 
that the projects continue to reflect the community’s priorities and that the list is as complete as 
possible.   We are therefore reaching out to you for your thoughts and suggestions.
