Background – Context for MAP2020 

 From 2009-2013  an average of 150 households per 
year earning between 30-120% of AMI have left the 
Mission. Decline could accelerate to 180 households 
per year (or 2% a year). 

 160 eviction notices per year from 2009-2013  

 8,120 Latinos left the Mission between 2000-2013 

• They were ½ of the population in 2000 

• By 2013 only 38.5% of the population, trend continues 

 $72,270 household median income vs. $46,108 Latino 
household median income (2013)
