20 Belcher Street is one of two buildings located on a 125’ x 25’ lot on the west side of Belcher Street, between 14th Street and 
Duboce Avenue. The second building, a two-story dwelling constructed in 1906, is not visible from the street. Built in 1940, the 
visibile building at 20 Belcher Street is a 2-story, wood frame, multiple family dwelling designed in the Mediterranean Revival 
style. The rectangular- plan building, clad in stucco and brick, sits on a reinforced concrete, perimeter foundation and is capped 
by a flat, parapeted roof. The primary façade faces east and is 2 bays wide. The first story is clad in brick veneer and features a 
recessed entryway in the left bay, and a garage with overhead door in the right bay. The entry door is not visible from the street. 
The upper story is characterized by a centered, square bay window with divided wood casement and fixed sash. The bay has a 
hipped parapet roof with scalloped cresting ending in spindles.

Built 
between 1899 and 1913, 28 Belcher Street is a 3.5-story, wood frame, multiple family building designed in the Classical Revival 
style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in wood clapboard siding, rests on a concrete perimeter foundation molded to look like 
rusticated ashlar masonry. The building is capped by a gable roof. The primary façade faces east and is 2 bays wide. The 
ground floor features a garage door in the left bay and a terrazzo staircase with concrete parapet walls in the right bay. The 
second story features the recessed, main entrance in the right bay, sheltered by a simple classical portico with Corinthian 
columns and an entablature.
