Built 
circa 1890, 214 Duboce Avenue is a 3-story, wood frame, residential building designed in the Stick/Eastlake style. The 
rectangular-plan building, clad in drop wood siding, sits on a brick, perimeter foundation and is capped by a parapeted gable roof. 
The primary façade faces south and is 2 bays wide. The basement story features a flight of wood steps in the left bay with turned 
balustrade and newel posts with acorn finials. The right bay contains an integral garage with paneled overhead door and a 
basement entry with paneled wood door. The left bay of the second story contains a recessed entry porch framed by a pair of 
paneled pilasters and a door hood with centered gable ornament on the roofline resting on brackets. The paneled porch interior 
shelters two entrances with glazed, paneled wood doors with arched transoms.

401 Duboce Avenue is located on a 100’ x 100’ corner lot on the west side of Duboce Avenue, between Belcher and Church 
Streets. Built in 1925, 401 Duboce Avenue is a 2-story, concrete frame commercial building. The rectangular-plan building, clad 
in stucco, is capped by a flat roof. The primary façade faces east toward Church Street and is seven bays wide on the first story. 
A secondary elevation faces north towards Duboce Avenue and is also seven bays wide. The first floor features a recessed 
corner entrance with an angled curtain wall of windows and modern, double-leaf doors. Square, flush display windows flank the 
corner entry in the first two bays on the Duboce Avenue elevation and the first four bays of the Church Street elevation. The 
Duboce Avenue elevation has a secondary entrance to the upper floor at the right end of the elevation and two bay entrances in 
the left center bays. A paneled spandrel divides the stories, and the second story has fourteen windows with divided fixed sash 
on each elevation. Small cartouche ornaments are set on the concrete piers dividing the bays. The elevations terminate in an 
entablature with dentil cornice and paneled parapet wall.  The building appears to be in good condition.
