87 Elgin Park is located on a 25’ x 75’ lot on the east side of Elgin Street, between McCoppin Street and Duboce Avenue. Built in 
1906, 87 Elgin Park is a 4-story, wood frame, multiple family residential building originally designed in the Mission Revival style. 
The rectangular-plan building, clad in smooth stucco, is capped by a parapted gambrel and flat roof. The primary façade faces 
west and is 2 bays wide. The first floor features a recessed entry with an arched opening in the left bay, and the right bay 
contains a garage with arched opening and small window. The recessed entry has a multi-light glazed wood door with transom 
and sidelights. The second and third floors are characterized by semi-hexagonal bay windows with in the right bay and single, 
flush windows in the left bay. The third floor is capped by an intermediate cornice with end brackets. The fourth floor features 
centered pair of windows. All windows have undivided, double-hung wood sash. The primary façade terminates in a shaped 
gable parapet with end piers and coping. The front (east) portion of the building is  full four stories high, and has a gambrel roof. 
The rear (west) half of the building is three-stories high and has a flat roof, indicating that the fourth story may be a later addition. 
The building appears to be in good condition.

88 Elgin Park is located on a 22’ x 75’ lot on the west side of Elgin Street, between Duboce Avenue and McCoppin Street. Built 
in 1915, 88 Elgin Park is a 4-story, wood frame, 6 unit, multiple family residential building. The rectangular-plan building, clad in 
wood shiplap of siding, sits on a brick, perimeter foundation and is capped by a flat roof. The primary façade faces east and is 2 
bays wide. The first floor features a recessed entry porch with single column support and hipped door hood clad in vertical wood 
siding in the right bay and a garage in the left bay. The recessed entry is sheathed in marble and includes a single glazed wood 
door. The second floor includes a slightly projecting, rectilinear bay window in the left bay with paired windows and a single, flush 
window in the right bay. The third and fourth floors include a deeply projecting rectilinear bay window in the left bay, and a single 
flush window and metal fire escape in the right bay. All windows have undivided, double-hung wood sash. The primary façade 
terminates in a deeply projecting eave with a single fluted bracket at the right end of the overhang. The building appears to be in 
good condition and contributes to the potential Mission Reconstruction District addition (see DPR 523 L form).
