145 Fell Street displays all of these features and stands
out from its neighbors by virtue of its ornament.

525 Fell Street is located on a 25’ x 100’ lot on the south side of Fell Street between Laguna and Buchanan Streets. Built ca. 
1885, 525 Fell Street is a 2-story, wood frame, multiple family property originally designed in the Italianate style. The rectangular-
plan building, clad in scored stucco, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The property is set 
back from the street and the frontage is lined with a concrete retaining wall topped with a low, iron fence. A set of terrazzo steps 
with concrete parapet wall lead to the house from street level. The primary façade faces north and is 2 bays wide. The first story 
features an arched, recessed entry with keystone in the right bay fitted with a wood, glazed door. A fleur-de-lis with swags is set 
above the entry door. The left bay contains a chamfered bay window with undivided, wood casement sash. The second story has 
a chamfered bay window in the left bay and a flush window in the right bay with identical sash. The primary facade terminates in 
a paneled frieze and bracketed cornice. The building appears to be in good condition, but has been substantially altered since 
construction.
