150 Franklin St. is located on a 120’ x 50’ through lot on the southeast corner Franklin and Fell Streets. Built in 1912, 150
Franklin St. is a 5-story, concrete frame and brick, 41-unit apartment building designed in the Classical Revival style. The
rectangular-plan building, clad in brick and concrete, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The
primary facade faces west toward Franklin Street, and secondary elevations face north toward Fell St. and south toward Hickory
Street. The primary facade is 9 bays wide. The raised basement story is clad in scored concrete and has recessed wood awning
windows in each bay. The basement story is separated from the upper stories by a metal band of Greek key ornament. The
recessed main entrance is centered on the facade and features a concrete, segmental arch surround, terrazzo steps, and glazed
wood door with sidelights and transom. A glass and metal framed curved awning projects from the entrance over the sidewalk.
The first through fourth floors have identical treatment, which consists of recessed, semi-hexagonal bay windows in the first,
third, fourth, seventh, eighth, and ninth bays and recessed windows in the remaining bays. The bay windows have paneled
spandrels and one-over- one, double-hung wood sash. The windows are outlined in a concrete tile surround that extends the full
height of the building. The single one-over-one windows in the alternating bays have concrete spandrel panels. (continued)

The primary facade terminates in a metal architrave with beveled shield ornaments between the bays, a frieze with brick diaper
ornament, and a deeply projecting, metal cornice with dentils, egg and dart molding, drop finials on the soffit, and geometric fascia
ornament. Plaques are set between the bays on the cornice fascia. The Fell and Hickory Street elevations are five bays wide and
have recessed semi-hexagonal bay windows in the end bays and single, recessed windows in the central bays. Finish materials and
cornice ornament are identical to the facade. The Hickory Street elevation has two secondary entrances in the basement story. The
building appears to be in good condition.

According to a San Francisco Chronicle article from July 20, 1912, the building was constructed of steel
and concrete with brick exterior cladding. It originally contained thirty apartments of two rooms and a
bathroom each, and eight apartments of three rooms and a bathroom each. Mrs. Katherine A. Whiteside,
described as having been engaged in the apartment house and hotel business in San Francisco for several
years, held a five year lease on the premises.

Prior to construction of the extant building, the 1886 Sanborn map shows that the parcel was occupied by
two-story shops and a one-story shed. The 1913 Sanborn maps show the current building, then called the
Whiteside Apartments. Adjacent parcels were occupied by a hotel, one-story shops or were vacant. The 1950
Sanborn maps shows the present building, with hotels and furnished rooms to the east.

Although located in the Civic Center area, the building relates to the Hayes Valley context, which
includes the opposite side of Franklin Street. 150 Franklin Street is an example of the post-earthquake
relocation and reconstruction trends in Hayes Valley when vacant land was sold by speculating owners and
smaller one- and two-story shops and single family homes were demolished to make way for large multi-story
flats and apartments that could house multiple families.

150 Franklin Street, with its Hayes Valley location, apartment building typology and 1913 construction
date, accurately reflects an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of
significance.

Criterion 3:

August Nordin (d. 1936) designed over 300 structures in San Francisco, including the Swedish American
Hall on Market Street (1907), the Altamont Hotel on 1l6th Street (1912), and the Frederick Street
Supermarket at 225 Frederick Street (1925).

The Classical Revival style became popular in the United States following the 1893 Columbian
Exposition in Chicago. The Classical Revival became especially popular in San Francisco and the
rest of California between 1900 and 1910, where the Victorian-era styles had perhaps been
carried to their extreme. Many of the ornate Italianate, Eastlake and Queen Anne flats and
residences destroyed in the 1906 Earthquake and Fire were rebuilt in the more chaste and
simplified Classical/Colonial Revival style. In San Francisco, the style became popular for
both important public buildings as well as speculative apartment buildings and flats. Not
dissimilar from the Renaissance Revival style, the Classical Revival is distinguished by its
incorporation of rusticated brick or stone construction, applied historical ornamentation
(cartouche, garland, shield), pilasters, window and doors hoods and casings, and prominent
cornices supported by modillions and brackets. 150 Franklin Street exhibits characteristics of the
Classical Revival style such as a basement story separated from the upper stories by a metal band of Greek
key ornament, metal architrave with beveled shield ornaments between the bays, a frieze with brick diaper
ornament, and a deeply projecting, metal cornice with dentils, egg and dart molding, drop finials on the
soffit, concrete spandrel panels, and geometric fascia ornament with plaques set between the bays on the
cornice fascia. The building retains sufficient character defining features and integrity which allow it
to accurately embody the distinctive characteristics of the Classical Revival type, period and method of
construction.

Integrity:

150 Franklin Street does not appear to have undergone any substantial alterations. Character defining
features include: five-story height and rectangular massing; scored concrete cladding on the raised
basement and brick cladding on the upper stories; recessed main entrance with a concrete, segmental arch
surround, terrazzo steps, and glazed wood door with sidelights and transom; glass and metal framed curved
awning; fenestration pattern of recessed, semi-hexagonal bays, with double-hung wood sash windows outlined
in a concrete tile surround that extends the full height of the building; Classical Revival decorative
details including a basement story separated from the upper stories by a metal band of Greek key ornament,

Conclusion:

150 Franklin Street appears to be eligible for listing in the California Register of Historical
Resources under Criterion 1 (Event) and Criterion 3 (Design/Construction) as an intact and well preserved
example of a Classical Revival apartment building constructed during the 1906 Earthquake and Fire
Reconstruction period of significance. The building clearly expresses its association with a broad pattern
of San Francisco's history and accurately embodies the distinctive characteristics of the Classical
Revival type, period and method of construction.

Character Defining Features:

Character-defining features include: five-story height and rectangular massing; scored concrete cladding
on the raised basement and brick cladding on the upper stories; recessed main entrance with a concrete,
segmental arch surround, terrazzo steps, and glazed wood door with sidelights and transom; glass and
metal framed curved awning; fenestration pattern of recessed, semi-hexagonal bays, with double-hung wood
sash windows outlined in a concrete tile surround that extends the full height of the building; classical
revival decorative details including a basement story separated from the upper stories by a metal band of
Greek key ornament, metal architrave with beveled shield ornaments between the bays, a frieze with brick
diaper ornament, and a deeply projecting, metal cornice with dentils, egg and dart molding, drop finials
on the soffit, concrete spandrel panels, and geometric fascia ornament with plaques set between the bays
on the cornice fascia; and flat roof.

23 Franklin Sreet is located on a 110’ x 60’ corner lot on the west side of Franklin Street between Page and Lily Streets.
Constructed in 1910 and designed in the Classical Revival style, the building is a three-story, wood-frame, set of Romeo flats.
The square plan building is reclad in asbestos shingle siding and rests on a concrete perimeter foundation clad in plaster molded
to have the appearance of ashlar masonry. The building is capped by a flat roof. The primary elevation faces east toward
Franklin Street and is six bays wide. The first story has a centered, recessed entry with a wood door. The upper stories have a
semi-hexagonal bay window in the third bay and a rounded bay window at the northeast corner of the building. A secondary
elevation faces north toward Lily Street and is four bays wide. The elevation has an open interior staircase accessing the units in
the second bay. There are semi-hexagonal bay windows on the first and fourth bays of the second and third stories. The building
has one-over-one, double-hung, metal window sashes on the round bay and terminates in a deeply projecting cornice.

The building appears to be in good condition, although it has been stripped of most architectural details.

B10: Significance (continued)

Presumably, the Stroeder Co. is associated with the Estate of H.H.W. Stroecker. Henry Geilfuss (b.
1850) was born and educated in Germany and immigrated to the US in 1876. Among his best known works are
the Westerfeld House in Alamo Square (1889) and St. Mark's Lutheran Church at 1135 O'Farrell (1894).

Prior to the 1906 earthquake, the surrounding parcels mainly consisted of single-family homes with rear
cottages and small flats, according to the 1899 Sanborn map. 23 Franklin Street is located in the area
that burned in the fire after the 1906 earthquake. After the earthquake, the neighborhood transitioned to
a mixed commercial, industrial, and residential area prior to the adoption of citywide zoning regulations
in 1921. The 1913 Sanborn map shows the present building with four shops on the ground floor and
apartments above. The block on which the building sits was occupied by buildings that housed various light
industrial businesses, such as wagon storage and sheet metal works, as well as a few flats and several
vacant lots. The 1950 Sanborn map shows several auto related businesses, such as car repair, car washes,
and garages, as well as the few flats mentioned above.

Integrity:

23 Franklin Street appears to have undergone several alterations including recladding in asbestos
shingles, removal of facade ornament, and use of double-hung metal-sash replacement windows in the round
bay at northeast corner of the building. It retains character-defining features of three-story height and
rectangular massing, fenestration pattern including double-hung, wood-sash windows in semi-hexagonal bay
windows and the rounded bay window, and a deeply projecting cornice. 23 Franklin Street retains integrity
of location and setting.

Conclusion:

23 Franklin Street does not appear to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places,
California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although the
construction date and building location demonstrate an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire
Reconstruction context, it no longer accurately expresses this association due to the alterations to the
exterior. As the building no longer conveys its original appearance at the time of construction, it does
not clearly express an association with any broad pattern of events in San Francisco history or the State
of California or significant persons, nor does it represent the work of master architects. It no longer
embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, region, or method of construction, and it does
not possesses high artistic values.

In 1901, Lansburgh enrolled in the Ecole des Beaux-Arts in Paris, and returned to San Francisco directly
after receiving his diploma in 1906.

Criterion 1:

41 Franklin Street was designed by architect Harold D. Mitchell and constructed in 1906 by George J.
Doering Co. for Jonathan F. Schroder. Research has revealed no further information about either the
architect Harold D. Mitchell or the first owner Jonathan F. Schroeder. [JThe 1899 Sanborn map shows this
area characterized by single-family homes with rear cottages and small flats. The area burned in the fire
after the 1906 earthquake. In December of 1906, construction began on the present building. The 1913
Sanborn map shows the building with four shops on the ground floor and apartments above. The block at this
time was characterized by buildings that housed various light industrial businesses, such as auto repair
shops, stucco works, and carpenter shops, as well as a few apartment buildings. The 1936 City Directory
lists an office of Pacific Telephone and Telegraph Company in the building, and in 1940, the Forty One
Club was a commercial tenant. The 1950 Sanborn map shows the block characterized by several surface
parking lots and one multi-story parking garage, as well as several apartment buildings. In 1953, the
City Directory lists Rose's Place as a commercial tenant of the building. The building was constructed as
an apartment building over commercial storefronts, a use pattern which it retains today.[J41 Franklin
Street is an early example of the post-earthquake relocation and reconstruction trends in Hayes Valley,
when multiple-family buildings were constructed vacant land or land previously occupied by single family
homes to house the many refugees that poured into the area from other neighborhoods that had been
destroyed. The incorporation of first-story commercial space into the design of the building speaks to the
increased need for commercial services that this new population density brought about.

41 Franklin Street is an example of an apartment building, a type of building that became common in this
area in the first decades of the twentieth century. Apartment buildings are generally located on a large
lot with an arrangement of multiple living units on each floor, all accessed through a common lobby. The
majority of apartment buildings constructed at this time were designed in Revival styles, including
Classical, Mission, and Spanish Colonial Revival, as well as Craftsman style. 41 Franklin Street, with its
1906 construction date, Hayes Valley location, and building typology, expresses a clear association with
this broad pattern of San Francisco history.
