Prior to construction of the extant building, the lot was occupied, according to the 1899 Sanborn Map,
by two small single story dwellings. The lot was owned, both in 1906 and 1909, by the Dinklespiel Estate
Company. This block burned in the fire following the 1906 earthquake, and the 1913 Sanborn Map describes
this block as vacant. Wiedeman purchased the lot from the Dinklespiel family in January of 1925 and
construction of this extant building began shortly thereafter. Wiedeman sold this property in 1928 to John
and Olive Swanson. The building was constructed as an apartment building, a use it retains today.

The majority of the Hayes Valley area escaped the fire which followed the 1906 Earthquake. Following the

earthquake, the neighborhood became crowded with refugees. Demand for permanent housing fueled the
construction of apartment buildings and flats throughout the neighborhood.

Although 115 Gough Street's building typology and Hayes Valley location reflect a general association
with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and reconstruction period of significance, the 1925 construction date
places the building outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and renders it unable to
accurately embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

John C. Hladik (d. 1928) was born in Prague and came to San Francisco as a young man where he worked as
an architect specializing in apartment design. Among his best known buildings are the 16-story Crown Tower
Apartments (1926) and a Spanish Revival high rise apartment building (1925), both located near Union
Square. During his career, Hladik kept offices in the Monadnock Building. He died while on vacation in
Guerneville, Sonoma County in 1928.

Edward V. Lacey was a building contractor responsible for constructing several apartment buildings in
the Classical or Renaissance Revival style in Hayes Valley during the mid-1920s. Lacey was also an active
builder in the Uptown Tenderloin District, where he frequently acted as owner and builder on a number of
apartment buildings in that area, often without using an architect.

The Classical Revival style began to emerge in the United States during the last quarter of
the nineteenth century, particularly in the wake of the World’s Columbian Exposition in Chicago
in 1893. The Classical Revival style became especially popular in San Francisco and the rest of
California between 1900 and 1910, where the Victorian-era styles had perhaps been carried to
their extreme. Many of the ornate Italianate, Eastlake and Queen Anne flats and residences
destroyed in the 1906 Earthquake and Fire were rebuilt in the more chaste and simplified
Classical/Colonial Revival style. In San Francisco, the style became popular for both important
public buildings as well as speculative apartment buildings and flats. Not dissimilar from the
Renaissance Revival style, the Classical Revival is distinguished by its incorporation of
rusticated brick or stone construction, applied ornamentation, including pilasters, window and
doors hoods and casings, and prominent cornices supported by modillions and brackets. 115 Gough
Street has many elements of the style, including a rusticated stucco base, scored stucco shaft
symmetrically divided into clusters of bay windows and recessed flat areas, restrained
Classical Revival ornament, including applied crests, and a prominent cornice. 115 Gough Street
retains sufficient character defining features which allow it to embody the Classical Revival
type, period and method of construction.

Integrity:

115 Gough Street appears to have undergone no significant exterior alterations. It retains character-
defining features including height and massing; rusticated and scored stucco cladding; Classical Revival
decorative elements including Corinthian pilasters, a cornice with dentils and acanthus leaves, and
cartouches and vine ornament; recessed entry with marble steps and interior walls, a double-leaf, glazed
wood door with sidelight; fenestration pattern with semi-hexagonal bay windows in the first, third and
fifth bays; wood casement sash with divided top lights and divided transoms; dentil molding, a sculpted
projecting cornice, and parapet; and flat roof.

The 1913 Sanborn map describes the new building as a one-story dwelling at the rear of the lot and a
two-story building over a basement containing two flats at the front of the lot, now addressed 65-67
Crocker Street. Catherine Garvey Smith was known to be the owner of this lot by 1901, and retained
ownership through at least 1920 according to the San Francisco Block Books. However, she was never listed
as an occupant at this address, and likely leased the property as a source of rental income. In 1950, the
Sanborn Map shows the building addressed as 16 Gough Street. The building continues to serve as a two-flat
residential building.

The 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire leveled the entire South of Market area. Rebuilding proceeded at
varying rates throughout the area, often with residential rebuilding preceding industrial rebuilding due
to necessity, relative ease of construction, and less difficulty settling insurance claims. Additionally,
the type of residential building changed; where there were once single-family dwellings, new multi-unit
building sprang up in their place. 16 Gough Street, with its 1911 construction date, South of Market
location and building typology, clearly demonstrates an association with this broad pattern of San
Francisco history.

Integrity:

16 Gough Street has undergone alterations including the insertion of a one car garage entrance at the
exposed basement level, the recladding of the walls in vinyl siding, and the removal of the original
windows and replacement with aluminum sash sliding windows. Additionally, the setting of the building has
changed, as Crocker Street was widened and became part of the Gough Street Extension project in the 1930s.
The building retains certain character-defining features, including its two-story height and rectangular
massing, distinctive facade cut which follows the irregular shape of the lot, recessed entry porch with
portico formed by Ionic capitals and an entablature, dentil course molding spanning the facade, two
paneled wood entry doors with transoms, second-story canted bay window, architrave window surrounds, and
an entablature with egg-and-dart molding and modillion cornice which follows the profile of the window
bays. Additionally, the building retains continuity of use. 16 Gough Street retains the following aspects
of integrity: location, and partially retains the aspects of association, feeling, workmanship, and
setting.

Conclusion:

16 Gough Street does not appear to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places, California
Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterionThe building's 1911 construction
date and South of Market location both suggest an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and
Reconstruction period of significance. However, substantial alterations to the facade inhibit the
building's ability to accurately express that association. Additionally, the alterations prohibit the
building from embodying the distinctive characteristics of the Classical Revival style, period or method
of construction.

Among his best known buildings are the 16-story Crown Tower Apartments (1926) and a Spanish Revival
high-rise apartment building (1925), both located near Union Square. During his career, Hladik kept
offices in the Monadnock Building. He died while on vacation in Guerneville, Sonoma County in 1928.

According to the 1913 Sanborn map, the site was occupied by a two-story lodging house on the corner with
the rest of the lot vacant. The surrounding neighborhood consisted of one- to three-story flats often with
two-story cottages in the rear. The 1913-1950 Sanborn map shows that the site was occupied by the current
building with the surrounding neighborhood consisting of similar multi-story apartment buildings and
remaining 1-3 story shops and flats.

207 Gough Street is a later example of the post-earthquake relocation and reconstruction trends in Hayes
Valley when vacant land was sold by speculating owners and smaller one- and two-story shops and single
family homes were demolished to make way for large multi-story flats and apartments that could house
multiple families.

207 Gough Street is an example of an apartment building, a type of building that became common in this
area during the first decades of the twentieth century. Apartment buildings are generally located on a
large lot with an arrangement of multiple living units on each floor, all accessed through a common lobby.
The majority of apartment buildings constructed at this time were designed in Revival styles, including
Classical, Renaissance, Mission, and Spanish Colonial Revival, as well as the Craftsman style.

Although 207 Gough Street's building typology and Hayes Valley location reflect a general association
with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and reconstruction period of significance, the 1926 construction date
places the building outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and renders it unable to
accurately embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Integrity:

207 Gough Street appears to have undergone few alterations. The building retains character-defining
features including: its height and massing; rusticated and scored stucco cladding; fenestration pattern
with double-hung, 6-over-1 wood sash windows; Renaissance Revival decorative details, especially the entry
porch with architrave surround, rosette ornament, spiral cut engaged columns, marble veneer, marble tiled
floor and wood door with sidelights; and cornice. The property retains the following aspects of integrity:
location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling and association.

Conclusion:

207 Gough Street does not appear eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places, the
California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although the
building location and typology reflect a general association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and
Reconstruction period of significance, the 1926 construction date places the building outside of the
primary scope of this broad pattern of San Francisco's history. Nor does the building embody the
distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method of construction. It is not the work of a master,
nor does it possess high artistic values.

However, as a well-preserved and intact example of an apartment over commercial building designed in the
Renaissance Revival style and constructed in 1926 in Hayes Valley, the the building retains sufficient
character defining features to merit special consideration in local planning.

The rectangular-plan
building, clad in wood shingle and drop wood siding, sits on a reinforced concrete, perimeter foundation and is capped by a flat
roof.

The 1913 Sanborn map shows the present building, and indicates it contained lodgings. The adjacent
parcel to the north had a three-story building with shops and flats while the parcel to the south was
vacant. According to the 1950 Sanborn map, the present building still contained lodgings, specifically
housekeeping rooms, and the once vacant adjacent parcel contained a 36-unit apartment building.

Integrity:

211 Gough Street appears to have undergone many substantial alterations, including the application of
wood siding and shingle cladding, alteration of the main entrance to include drop wood siding and concrete
steps leading to a recessed entrance in the third and fourth bays fitted with a modern, wood, paneled door
with a transom. Remaining character-defining features include the sharply angled, semi-hexagonal bay
windows, parapet and cornice. 211 Gough Street does not retain integrity of design, setting, materials,
workmanship, feeling or association, due to the alterations described above.

Conclusion:

211 Gough Street does not appear to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places, California
Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although the construction date
and building location demonstrate an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire Reconstruction context,
it no longer accurately expresses this association due to the significant alterations to the exterior. As
the building no longer conveys its original appearance at the time of construction, it does not clearly
express an association with any broad pattern of events in San Francisco history or the State of
California or significant persons, nor does it represents the work of a master or possesses high artistic
values.

The 1913 Sanborn Map described the building (addressed as 57-59 Crocker Street at that time) as a two-
story set of two-flats, with a one-story dwelling at the rear of the lot. Mrs. McLaughlin lived here
through the early 1930s. Crocker Street was widened and renamed Gough Street in the 1930s, at which time
the address of the building became 22 Gough Street. City Directories list G. Merryman and W.L. Whitford as
residents of the building in 1936, and W.L. Whitford and T.J. O'Neill as residents in 1940.

The 1950 map shows that the neighborhood was fully built out.

The building was constructed within one year of the 1906 Earthquake. The buildings that previously
occupied the site were destroyed in the "Ham and Eggs Fire" in the wake of the 1906 Earthquake. Similar to
many other properties in the area, buildings erected after the disaster tended to be much larger and more
elaborate than those that had existed prior to the 1906 Earthquake. In addition, many of the new buildings
contained commercial space on their ground floor, reflecting the intense demand for both housing and
commerce in this part of the city during the Reconstruction Era.

225-235 Gough Street's location, typology and 1907 date of construction show an association with the
1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance.

Integrity:

In regard to integrity, 225-235 Gough Street has been reclad in stucco at the primary facade. The
property retains character defining features including three-story height and rectangular massing, wood-
frame plate glass windows, glazed wood doors with transoms, a leaded glass transom that runs across the
entire length of the facade, and flush double-hung wood windows. The property retains the following
aspects of integrity: location, setting, feeling and association, and partially retains integrity of
design, materials and workmanship due to the recladding of the primary facade in stucco.

230-246 Gough Street was designed by John F. Beuttler and constructed in 1927 for Charles Hornung, the
Deputy City Sealer of Weights and Measures. Nothing further is known about Hornung. The 1886 Sanborn map
shows that the parcel was vacant except for two one-story sheds. The 1913 map shows that an auto painting
shop occupied the parcel. Adjacent parcels were occupied by auto repair shops and a livery stable. The
1950 Sanborn map shows the present building with adjacent two-and three-story dwellings and flats.

230-246 Gough Street is a later example of the post-earthquake relocation and reconstruction trends in
Hayes Valley when vacant land was sold by speculating owners and smaller one- and two-story shops and
single family homes were demolished to make way for large multi-story flats and apartments that could
house multiple families.

Although 230-246 Gough Street's location and building typology express a general association with the
1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance, the building's 1927 construction date
places it outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and renders it unable to accurately
embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

John F. Beuttler (1891-1976) received his undergraduate and graduate degrees from the University of
Pennsylvania where he graduated with honors in 1914 and in 1915, respectively. In 1916, Beuttler married
and had three children. Beuttler is associated with the architectural firm Clark and Beuttler, founded in
1946. His notable work includes the addition to the Mutual Savings Bank Building (with Charles Moore)
(1964), John F. Beuttler House in Burlingame (date unknown), University of California, Davis, Home
Economics Building (1950-1951), Stanford University, and Bowman Alumni House (1952-1955). Beuttler joined
the Northern California Chapter of the American Institute of Architects (AIA) in 1946 and received a Merit
award from the AIA for his work on the University of California, Davis, Home Economics Building.

The Classical Revival style began to emerge in the United States during the last quarter of the
nineteenth century, and became especially popular in San Francisco and the rest of California after the
turn of the 20th century. Characteristics of the Classical Revival style include ornamental plaster in the
form of neoclassical motifs, such as a cartouche and garlands in the upper portion of gables or on the
spandrels panels of bay windows, neoclassical pilasters at the corners or on the bay windows, bold
neoclassical porticos supported by fluted Corinthian columns, and large classically detailed cornices
visually supported by modillions. 230-246 Gough Street exhibits characteristics of the Classical Revival
style in its porch framed by Tuscan columns in antis and a lintel with garland ornament, spandrel panels
with shield and garland ornament, sixth-story windows with transom panels with swag ornament, egg-and-dart
cornice and a parapet with panels above the center bays and stepped arches above the end bays with
cartouche and garland ornament. 230-246 Gough Street retains sufficient integrity to embody the
distinctive characteristics if the Classical Revival type, period and method of construction.

Integrity:

230-246 Gough Street appears to have undergone some alterations since its construction, including tiled
bulkheads and divided, metal-frame, plate glass windows in the storefront. It retains many of its
character-defining features including: its three-story height and rectangular massing; scored stucco
cladding, fenestration pattern with semi-hexagonal bay windows and center wood pivot sash and divided side
casement sash with transoms; recessed storefront entrances with glazed wood doors, divided wood transoms
with various division patterns across the entire length of the first story, and heraldry ornament above
the opening, molded urn, cartouche, and garland reliefs on the spandrel panels; sculpted cornice, and flat
roof. 230-246 Gough Street retains the following aspects of integrity: location, design, materials,
workmanship, feeling, and association.

Adjacent
buildings housed a carpenter, sheet metalworks, and auto painting. The 1950 Sanborn map shows that the
building housed a restaurant, with the adjacent lot vacant.

Integrity:

252-298 Gough Street has undergone substantial alterations, including the replacement of all windows
with aluminum or vinyl sash, recladding in stucco, and alteration of first floor storefronts. The building
retains some character-defining features such as chamfered bay windows in the second and third stories of
the primary facade and a 5-sided corner bay window on the left end of the elevation, as well as
modillioned cornice. Due to the alterations described above, the property does not retain integrity of
design, materials, workmanship, feeling, or association.

John Hink was a cabinet maker, and may have built this simple structure as a workshop or a storage area
for his work. Hink resided at 1549 South Van Ness Avenue from the early 1940s through at least 1953. In
1950, the Sanborn Map described this building as a one-story storage building, although the building as it
currently stands consists of two stories. The building is set back from the street and largely obscured
from visual assessment by a tall metal fence.

From the beginning of the Gold Rush through at least the 1950s, San Francisco was a regional center for
industrial employment, and large numbers of San Franciscans made their livings in these fields.

Integrity:

It is difficult to assess the integrity of 28 Gough Street because it is largely not visible from the
street. Using Sanborn Map evidence and the limited available aerial photographs, there appears to be a
second story addition to the building, added within the past 50 years. Visible second story windows are
vinyl sash sliders and siding is rustic plywood, suggesting an installation date within the past 25 years.

At that time, he had two retail shops, on 4th Street and 6th Street. At the time of the earthquake,
Jacquemet & Co. was listed in the City Directory as being located at 22nd Street and Douglass Avenue.
There is no indication that Jacquemet ever had a shop or a garden at 44 Gough Street, as the lot was
largely vacant, featuring only a small woodshed, before the earthquake. The lot stayed in the ownership of
Jacquemet through at least 1909. The Mutual Biscuit Company rapidly built their manufacturing plant at
this location in the months directly following the April 18, 1906 earthquake. On October 7, 1906, the San
Francisco Call described the completed building as a "new, red, imposing three story building" visible for
the Market Street passenger nearing 12th Street for several blocks, reminding all of the "virtues of
Purity Soda Crackers."

The new building, according to the 1913 Sanborn Map, featured a small office at the western corner of
the first story, behind which the floor was occupied by storage and shipping operations. The second story
was where the mixing and baking took place, and packing and finishing was completed on the third story.
The Mutual Biscuit Company remained at this location through 1922 but by 1927 had moved to a new location
on l6th Street. This area was affected by the new street works projects which brought Gough through to
Otis Street. By 1950, the building was occupied by a store fixture and manufacturing plant, with a
storefront along the Stevenson Street street level. In 1953, the Standard Wallpaper Company occupied the
building. The building's current tenant is the City & County of San Francisco Human Resources department.

Integrity:

44 Gough Street has been completely refurbished in the Postmodern style and retains only the character
defining features of its original three-story height and L-shaped massing. The building retains integrity
of location and partially retains integrity of setting, as it has seen the surrounding street layout
change. The building does not retain integrity of design, association, feeling, materials or workmanship.

Conclusion:

44 Gough Street does not appear to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places, California
Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion under any criterion. Both the
1906 construction date and the original use as the Mutual Biscuit Company factory both indicate a strong
association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance. However, the
complete refurbishment of the exterior of the building has severed the building's association with the
period and rendered it unable to express the distinctive characteristics of the period, or the large
industrial building type or the method of construction. Furthermore, the building does not represent the
work of a master, nor does it possess high artistic value.

William
Conlin was an investment banker, employed at William R. Staats investment house at the time of his death in 1935. This building is
the second commercial building on this site, replacing a shoe factory constructed ca. 1886.

The architectural firm of the O’Brien Brothers, formed in 1906, was comprised of brothers Albert L.
0’'Brien, C.J. O'Brien, and W.J. O'Brien. The firm specialized in designing commercial loft buildings and
light industrial facilities. One of their more notable designs is the Palace Garage at 111 Stevenson
Street.

B10: Significance (continued)

During his career, he formed many partnerships with other architects including Samuel Newson, Smith
0’'Brien, and Albin R. Johnson. In 1911, Meyer was appointed, along with John Galen Howard and John Reid,
Jr. to lay out the plan for building a new Civic Center. They conducted the competition that lead to the
design of the current City Hall and, in 1915, designed the Exposition Auditorium (now the Bill Graham
Civic Auditorium) on the south side of the Civic Center. Among his most notable buildings are the
Humboldt Bank and the Monadnock Buildings, tall buildings for their time recognized for their innovative
use of large glass areas and incorporation of fire-safety designs and equipment. He also designed numerous
projects for San Francisco General Hospital and Pacific Gas & Electric Company. During World War II, Meyer
was appointed San Francisco’s Administrator of Defense Transportation. He was a Regional Director of the
American Institute of Architects and was the president of the State Board of Architectural Examiners from
1928-1930 and 1936-1937.

1909 Block books show that the property was owned by Annie & Edward Torney. Edward Torney served on the
Board of Fire Underwriters of the Pacific. Water records indicate that A. Coleman, a plumber for new
construction, opened an account on March 17, 1912. On March 30, 1938 the property transferred from Edward
B. Torney to his son Arthur Torney.

In the 1960S, the Redevelopment Agency used eminent domain to condemn and demolish slum housing in the
area bounded by Turk, Gough, Fulton, and Laguna Streets where this property is located. Known as Western
Addition Section A-2, this vast area of Victorian-era housing was demolished and replaced with low-rise
San Francisco Housing Authority (SFHA) public housing. 630 Gough seems to have escaped such demolition,
probably because it was in good condition and fully occupied.

Integrity:

630 Gough Street appears to have undergone substantial alterations to its storefronts, cladding, and
cornice at an unknown date, though it retains some of its character-defining features, including its semi-
hexagonal bay windows in the end bays with 9-over-1, double-hung wood windows. 630 Gough Street retains
integrity of location, as it has not been moved. 630 Gough Street does not retain integrity of setting as
the neighborhood underwent redevelopment in the 1960s and all buildings constructed around the same time
as 630 Gough were demolished and modern buildings constructed in their place. It partially retains
integrity of design and materials. Alterations to the storefront, cornice and cladding eliminate integrity

of WUJ.mnauohip, feellng and association.

Conclusion:

630 Gough Street does not appear eligible for the National Register of Historic Places, California
Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion. Although the construction date,
building location and original building typology demonstrate an association with the 1906 Earthquake and
Fire Reconstruction context, alterations to the building diminish its ability to accurately express this
association. Additionally, alterations at the storefront reduce the ability of the building to accurately
convey the specific spatial uses of the original commercial space. The second and third stories have been
significantly altered and do not serve as a good example of a multiple-unit residential building
constructed during the the period of significance of the 1906 Earthquake and Fire Reconstruction context.
As the building no longer conveys its original appearance, it does not clearly express an association with
any broad pattern of events in San Francisco history or the State of California, significant persons or
the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or method of construction, nor does it represent the
work of a master or possess high artistic values.

8-10 Gough Street is located on a 27’ x 68.72’ lot on the northeast side of Gough Street between Colton and Otis Streets. Built in
1906, 8-10 Gough Street is a 3-story, wood-frame, multiple-family dwelling designed in the Classical Revival style. The
rectangular-plan building, clad in stucco, is capped by a flat roof. The primary fagade faces southwest and is 2 bays wide. The
right bay of the ground story features a recessed overhead sectional garage door beneath the landing of a parallel flight of steps
leading to the main entrance on the second story. The steps have a stucco parapet wall. The main entrance is set in the right
bay on the second story, sheltered inside a recessed entry porch. The building has two entrances fitted with modern wood doors
beneath transoms. The left bay of the second story contains paired windows with double-hung metal sash and a cornice cap with
flat surrounds and unified sills. The third story has identical paired windows in the left bay and a single window with the same
materials in the right bay. The primary fagade terminates in a projecting cornice with egg and dart molding and modillions. The
building appears to be in fair condition, with heavily peeling paint on wood elements and some failing stucco.

Salfield was born in Illinois and educated in Germany, arriving in San Francisco in 1880. Kohlberg was
born and educated in Germany, arriving in San Francisco in 1883. Notable San Francisco buildings by this
firm include the Adrian Hotel at 493 Eddy Street, Columbus Tower (1905) at Columbus and Kearney, and the
0ld Fugazi Bank Building at 4 Columbus Ave (1907). Salfield & Kohlberg hired the builder N. P. Anderson to
construct 8-10 Gough Street, which at the time was addressed as 83-85 Crocker Street. It appears that
Finck used this building as a rental property, as he is not listed as ever having resided at this address.
Crocker Street was widened and renamed in the 1930s, and the property took on the address it has today.
The 1950 Sanborn Map shows the building still as a two-story building with two flats, and the 1953 City
Directory lists the tenants of the building as James Bohan and Charles E. Ford. The building continues to
operate as a two-unit residential building.

The 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire leveled the entire South of Market Area. Rebuilding proceeded at
varying rates throughout the area, often with residential rebuilding preceding industrial reconstruction
due to necessity, relative ease of construction, and less difficulty settling insurance claims.
Additionally, the type of residential building changed; where previously there had been single-family
dwellings, new multi-unit building sprang up in their place. 8-10 Gough Street, with its 1910 construction
date, South of Market location, and building typology, clearly demonstrates an association with this broad

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Integrity:

8-10 Gough Street has undergone alterations including the insertion at the exposed basement level of a
one-car garage entrance and the possible raising of the building to accommodate the garage, the removal of
or covering of original siding and recladding in stucco, the removal of original entry doors and their
replacement with contemporary wood doors, and the removal of the original windows and replacement with
double-hung, aluminum-sash counterparts. Additionally, the setting of the building has changed, especially
after Crocker Street was widened and renamed Gough Street. The building does retain certain character-
defining features, including its height and rectangular massing, recessed entry porch, fenestration
pattern, and a projecting cornice with egg and dart molding and modillions. The building retains the
following aspects of integrity: location, and partially retains the aspects of setting, association and
feeling.
