1885, 519-521 Grove St is a 3-story, wood frame, multiple family building containing 2 flats originally designed in the 
Stick/Eastlake style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in mineral cement or asbestos shingles, is capped by a parapeted gable 
roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The primary façade faces north and is three bays wide. The basement story 
features a garage with paneled wood door in the left bay. The center and right bays contain a straight flight of steps set parallel 
to the building leading up to the main entry on the first story. A wood door is set under the steps. The first story is characterized 
by double-hung, wood window in the left and center bays with arched top sash, paneled surrounds, and lintels with scroll sawn 
panels and central bullet ornament. The right bay contains a pair of recessed, glazed wood doors capped by arched plate glass 
transoms. The doors are framed by paneled pilasters and fluted brackets supporting an entablature door hood. The door hood 
frieze has similar ornament to the window lintels. The upper story contains a single window in each bay identical to those on the 
first story. The façade terminates in a parapet lined with coping. A metal chimney vent is set at the northeast corner of the roof. 
The building has been altered, but appears to be in good condition.
