1400-1428 Market Street is located on a triangular lot on the north side of Market Street at the intersection of Fell Street. Built in
1907 and remodeled in the Art Deco style, 1400-1428 Market Street is a five-story residential hotel and commercial building. The
triangular-plan building, clad in stucco and masonry, has a flat roof. The primary facade faces south toward Market Street and is
fifteen bays wide. A secondary fagade extends along Fell Street and is seven bays wide. Both elevations have the same
organization and materials. The building has storefronts on the first story clad in stucco, with recessed entryways and modern,
aluminum-frame glazed doors and windows. The second story, also clad in stucco, has a continuous band of modern, metal-
frame windows. The upper stories are clad in stucco scored to look like ashlar masonry. The fenestration is symmetrical and
consists of nine-over-nine light, double-hung, metal-sash, windows with plain surrounds. The upper stories have pilasters with
Corinthian capital reliefs at the ends of the elevations and evenly dividing the bays. The building has no decoration at the
roofline. Large, modern illuminated signs are attached to the Market Street and Fell Street elevations. This property is also
numbered 15 Fell Street.

The 1886 Sanborn map shows that this parcel was occupied by the Christenson & Lord lumber yard. The rest
of the block was occupied by flats and shops. The 1913 Sanborn map shows that the subject building was in
place and called the Grand Central Hotel. It had shops on the first floor with guest rooms above. The
adjacent lot was vacant and the rest of the block was occupied by a two-story building that housed auto-
related businesses. The 1950 Sanborn map shows the existing hotel with shops below. The rest of the block
was occupied by two-story shop buildings. During the 1930s the exterior of the building was stripped and
replaced with scored stucco with simple, stylized Corinthian pilasters at the corners and at regular
intervals along the facade.

Integrity:

In regard to integrity, the building appears to have undergone significant alterations since its
construction in 1906, including modern, aluminum-frame glazed doors and windows in storefronts on the
first story. The upper stories of the building have been remodeled in a simplified manner. Additionally,
large, modern illuminated signs are attached to the Market Street and Fell Street elevations. 1400 Market
Street retains the following aspects of integrity: location and setting. The building does not retain
integrity of materials, design, workmanship, feeling and association due to the alterations described
above.

This building remained in use as an automobile showroom until 1956 when Dow Jones Co., publishers of the
Wall Street Journal, remodeled the interior for use as a newspaper printing facility. This major
renovation of the building appears to have included the removal of all ornamentation, replacement of
windows, re-cladding, and ground level reconfiguration. However, the permits do not specify these exterior
alterations. The current primary facade entrances were installed in 1986. The secondary facade on Oak
Street appears to have been altered (at an unknown date), including window replacement, elimination of
large vehicular bays, and removal of ornamentation.

James and Merritt Reid constituted one of the best-known and well respected architecture firms in San
Francisco around the turn of the last century. James Reid, the principal designer in the Reid Brothers
partnership, was born November 25, 1851 in St. John, New Brunswick. He studied architecture at the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology and may have then attended the Ecole des Beaux Arts in Paris,
although he did not matriculate. James Reid first came to California in 1888 after being commissioned to
design the Hotel del Coronado in San Diego. The following year, James moved to San Francisco and joined
his brother Merritt. The brothers formed what would become a tremendously important firm that would last
half a century, until Merritt’s death in 1932. His brother James died in 1943. Much of their work took
place during the reconstruction of San Francisco after the 1906 Earthquake and Fire. Both before and after
the earthquake and fire, the Reid Brothers designed hotels, office buildings, churches, single-family
residences and theaters. Some of their most important works include the Fairmont Hotel (1906), the Call
Office Building (1914), the First Congregational Church (1914), and the Cliff House (1908) among many
other prominent San Francisco landmarks.

The building is located near the corner of Van Ness Avenue - San Francisco's first "Auto Row" - and is
visible to traffic traveling down both Market Street and Van Ness Avenue. Early automobile retailers
appreciated the advantages of relocating to Van Ness Avenue. Many of the blocks between the Civic Center
and Pine Street are bisected into smaller blocks by a series of intersecting alleys. This arrangement
allowed agents to build showrooms on lots with two frontages - one facing Van Ness for the showroom and
another on an alley, where the service bays and car elevator would be located. The high visibility of Van
Ness Avenue was another attraction. Even before the opening of the Golden Gate Bridge in 1937, Van Ness
Avenue was the widest artery in the city and the most heavily traveled corridor after Market Street.
Taking advantage of these factors, automobile dealers hired prominent architects to design showrooms that,
similar to contemporary movie palaces, would be sure to grab the attention of passers-by. 1540 Market
Street, with its 1920 construction date, Market Street/Van Ness Avenue location, and known association
with the automobile industry, expresses a clear association with a broad pattern of San Francisco history.

Integrity:

1540 Market Street underwent substantial alterations in approximately 1956, including removal of all
ornamentation, replacement of its original windows with aluminum, re-cladding in stucco, removal of the
original cornice and ground level reconfiguration. However, the permits do not specify the extent of these
exterior alterations. The current primary facade entrances were installed in 1986. The secondary facade on
Oak Street appears to have been altered (at an unknown date), including window replacement, elimination of
large vehicular bays, and removal of ornamentation. 1540 Market Street retains integrity of location only.
It no longer retains integrity of design, materials, workmanship, feeling, setting, or association.

1580-1598 Market Street is located on a square lot at the northeast corner of Market and Franklin Streets. Built in 1917,
1580-1598 Market Street is a seven-story, steel-frame, apartment and-commercial building designed in the Classical Revival
style. Commonly known as the Miramar Apartments, the building has an roughly E-shaped plan created by blocks of apartments
and interior light wells. The brick-clad structure rests on a concrete perimeter foundation and is capped by a flat roof. The
primary fagade faces south and is eleven bays wide. The first story contains four altered storefronts with modern metal-frame
doors and storefront windows below high vertically divided transoms at the second story level. The light wells for the apartments
begin at the third story level, and the story is separated from those below with an and above by cornices. Light wells are fronted
at the third story by a dentilated triangular pediment supported by Tuscan colonettes.

The 1886 Sanborn map shows that the parcel was mostly vacant except for a small shop. The surrounding
neighborhood was filled with two-story dwellings on Franklin and Oak streets and shops on Market Street.
The 1913 Sanborn map shows the current building, then known as the Raymond Apartments, with 100
apartments. Adjacent buildings consisted of one-story shops, though the block was mostly vacant, due to
the destruction of the 1906 Earthquake and Fire. The 1950 Sanborn map shows that the block was built-out,
with many buildings used for auto-related businesses, although many are vacant.

1580-1598 Market Street is an example of the post-earthquake relocation and reconstruction trends in
Hayes Valley when multiple family buildings were constructed to house the many refugees that poured into
the area. Because there were no citywide zoning regulations, residential, industrial and commercial
buildings could be built wherever the property owner desired, resulting in the jumbled mix-use character
of this block of Hayes Valley.

Criterion 3:

Gustave Albert Lansburgh (1876-1969) was born in Panama and came to San Francisco with his family in
1882. He was educated at UC Berkeley and the Ecole des Beaux Arts in Paris, returning to San Francisco in
1906. Notable buildings include the Gunst Building at 3rd and Mission (demolished), the Gunst Building at
Geary and Powell, and the Koshland Building at Market and California. He was a renowned theater and
auditorium architect, collaborating on the design for the War Memorial Opera House and designing the
interior. He also consulted with Arthur Brown Jr. on the design of Temple Emmanuel in San Francisco's
Presidio Terrace neighborhood.

The Classical Revival style began to emerge in the United States during the last quarter of the
nineteenth century, and became especially popular in San Francisco and the rest of California after the
turn of the 20th century. Characteristics of the Classical Revival style include ornamental plaster in the
form of neoclassical motifs, such as a cartouche and garlands in the upper portion of gables or on the
spandrels panels of the bay windows, neoclassical pilasters at the corners or on the bay windows, bold
neoclassical porticos supported by fluted Corinthian columns, and large classically detailed cornices
visually supported by modillions. 1580-1598 Market Street exhibits characteristics of the Classical
Revival style such as: cornices; light wells fronted by a dentilated triangular pediment supported by
Tuscan colonettes; symmetrical fenestration pattern with flat arch lintels and keystones; seventh floor
windows with molded surrounds and label molding; modillion cornice; and parapet.

Integrity:

1580-1598 Market Street appears to have undergone few substantial alterations besides the four
storefronts with modern metal-frame doors and storefront windows and replacement with aluminum-sash
windows in the upper stories. 1580-1598 Market Street retains the following character-defining features:
seven-story height and E-shaped massing; brick cladding; high vertically divided transoms at the second
story level; light wells at third story that are separated from those below and above by cornices; light
wells fronted by a dentilated triangular pediment supported by Tuscan colonettes; symmetrical fenestration
pattern with flat arch lintels and keystones; seventh floor windows with molded surrounds and label
molding; modillion cornice; parapet; and flat roof.

embodies the distinctive characteristics of its type, period and method of construction. The property also
represents the work of a master architect Gustave Lansburgh and possesses high artistic values.

Nightingale owned this lot from at least the early 1890s though 1914, when he conveyed the property to
eleven of his offspring. Prior to the earthquake, the lot contained a building described by the 1889
Sanborn Map as "The Oriel," which contained several small shops. Nightingale quickly rebuilt after the
fire, and the 1908 City Directory describes the building as housing a cigar shop and a liquor store. In
1910, the building was occupied by the Nevada Meat Co. and a liquor shop. The 1913 Sanborn map shows the
present building housing shops and a restaurant. The 1950 Sanborn map shows the current building housing
several small shops containing painting, wallpapering, and gardening businesses. City directories from
the 1930s, 1940s, and 1950s identify they building as housing the Bohemian Garden Ballroom, a paint
company, and other businesses. In recent years the building housed a Brazilian nightclub and a Chinese
restaurant. It is now vacant. The building was constructed as single-story retail, a use pattern which it
retains today.

Quite common along Market Street and neighborhood commercial streets, single-story retail buildings were
most commonly built after the 1906 Earthquake with the proceeds of insurance settlements. Based on simple
construction techniques and lack of complex architectural detailing, it is apparent that many single-story
retail buildings were erected quickly in order to establish a commercial presence on a given lot without a
substantial outlay of funds. Called “taxpayer blocks” on the East Coast, this building type was designed
to generate revenue as quickly as possible. Many were eventually demolished and replaced with larger, more
permanent buildings with office or residential floors above. Others were clearly designed to accommodate
extra floors in anticipation of future expansion. Several good examples exist along Market Street, such as
the Huston Building, at Sixteenth and Market Street. As a steel-frame building, it is likely that 1600
-1612 Market was designed to accommodate additional floors if the demand presented itself.

1600-1612 Market Street, with its circa 1906 construction date, Market Street corridor location, and
single story retail building typology, clearly expresses an association with a broad pattern of San
Francisco history.

Integrity:

1600-1612 Market Street appears to have undergone substantial alterations since its construction.
Alterations on the Market Street elevation include a modern storefront with metal-frame doors and windows
in the first four bays with the remainder of the openings on the elevation in-filled. The north (Rose
Street) elevation has three sets of solid, metal service doors. The building has no architectural
decoration. The building retains the following aspects of integrity: location and setting. Due to the
alterations above the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, workmanship, feeling or
association.

The O'Brien Brothers firm was established in 1906 and consisted of brothers Albert L. O’Brien, C.J.
0’'Brien, and W.J. O'Brien. The firm specialized in designing commercial loft buildings and light
industrial facilities. One of their more notable designs is the Palace Garage at 111 Stevenson Street.
They designed at least fifty buildings in San Francisco, mostly in the 1910s and 1920s. The building at
1621 Market Street served as the Loyal Order of Moose Hall and Club through the 1940s, as well as
providing office space for such firms as Pacific Telephone and Telegraph Company and C. J. Dunsleavy. The
Loyal Order of Moose Lodge #26 moved after 1940 to new headquarters at the 800 block of Market Street, and
is now located in Daly City. In 1945, the Steamfitters & Helpers Union offices were located at 1621 Market
Street, and in 1947, when four Bay Area pipe-trade unions merged to form Local 38, 1621 Market Street
became the union headquarters. In the 1970s, the building was renovated and the facade was completely
refurbished. In 1996, the building was designated Joe Mazzola Place by the City and County of San
Francisco in honor of the long tenure of the union leader. The building continues to serve as Local 38's
headquarters, as well as a skilled labor training facility.

The 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire leveled this area of Market Street, and rebuilding proceeded at
varying rates. The one-story buildings that were located at this lot directly after the quake typify the
building trend directly after the area was cleared of rubble. Larger buildings, such as the one that was
constructed in 1923 at this lot, typified that later years of the rebuilding period of significance, as
insurance claims were settled and standard methods of construction eventually agreed upon. 1621 Market
Street, with its 1923 construction date, Market Street corridor location, and building type (assembly
hall), clearly demonstrates an association with this broad pattern of San Francisco history.

Integrity:

1621 Market Street has been completely refurbished and retains none of its character-defining features.
Alterations include the expansion of the original footprint of the building, the removal or covering of
the original facade finishes with concrete aggregate panels, and the installation of large asymmetrically
arranged, fixed anodized aluminum windows and balconies. The building does retain its two-story height,
its use pattern as an assembly building, and its historical association with the Plumbers and Steamfitters
Union. The building retains the following aspects of integrity: location and setting, and partially
retains the aspect of association. The building does not retain integrity of design, feeling, materials or
workmanship.

Criterion 1:

1649-1651 Market Street was constructed in the summer of 1912 on a lot that was formerly occupied by a
series of small one-and two-story dwellings and stores, including a saloon on the corner of Market Street
and Brady Street, and a plumbing supply store along Market Street. This area was leveled in the 1906
Earthquake and resultant fire. In 1912, the property owner, Sierra Investment Co., hired the firm
MacDonald & Applegarth to design the five-story apartment building at 1649-1651 Market Street. Kenneth
MacDonald and George Applegarth were partners from 1907-1912. Together they designed over 30 commercial
buildings and many residential buildings, particularly around Presidio Terrace. Significant buildings
include the Bank of America Building at 625 Market (1907), the Heineman Building (1910) and the Holbrook
Building (1912). After the dissolution of their partnership, MacDonald went into partnership with his
father; later works include the Portal of the Folded Wings Shrine to Aviation in Burbank and the Southern
Pacific Railroad Depot in Glendale. Applegarth went on to design such San Francisco landmarks as the
Spreckels Mansion and California Palace of the Legion of Honor.

For the building at 1649-1651 Market Street, MacDonald & Applegarth designed a 60-unit. U-shaped
apartment building with nine storefronts at the first story, facing all three streets which border the
lot. Through the 1930s, the San Francisco City Directories indicate the the apartments featured a mix of
male and female tenants, employed at lower level white collar and blue collar jobs such as washing machine
sales representative. The building continues to serve as an apartment building over commercial

storefronts, although several of the storefronts have been consolidated

After the 1906 Earthquake, rebuilding in areas affected by the temblor and the resultant fire proceeded
at varying rates. Along the Market Street Corridor, the trend of rebuilding was characterized by the shift
from small stores and dwellings to larger residential buildings, including apartment buildings like 1649
-1651 Market Street. 1649-1651 Market Street also represents the new trend in construction methods: after
the 1906 Earthquake, fire and life-safety codes began to favor masonry and concrete for multi-family
construction and by the 1910s some areas witnessed the construction of dozens of three-to ten-story (and
even taller) masonry apartment buildings and SROs. Often built on more generous corner lots measuring
either 137'x 137" or 120’ x 120’ in the Tenderloin, the South of Market or the Western Addition, these
multi-unit buildings ushered in a more urban use of land in much of inner city San Francisco, which was
seldom encountered elsewhere in the West. 1649-1651 Market Street shows a clear association with this

Criterion 3:

1649-1651 Market Street retains character-defining features of the Classical Revival style. The
Classical Revival style enjoyed a high level of popularity in the United States from the mid-1890s until
1915. The style began to emerge during the last quarter of the 19th Century as a reaction against the
excessive and undisciplined nature of the “picturesque” Queen Anne style. The Classical Revival became
especially popular in San Francisco and the rest of California between 1900 and 1910, where the Victorian-
era styles had perhaps been carried to their extreme. Characteristics of the Classical Revival style
include odd numbers of bays arranged around a central entrance, bold neoclassical porticos supported by
fluted Corinthian columns, Palladian and oval windows, large classically detailed cornices visually
supported by modillions, ornamental plaster ornaments in the form of neoclassical motifs, such as
cartouche and garlands, often found in the spandrel panels of windows, chamfered bay windows, and double-
hung, one-over-one windows, although the upper sashes are typically divided into smaller panes. Despite
alterations to the first story, 1649-1651 Market Street retains the majority of its character defining
features, and embodies the Classical Revival style.

Conclusion:

1649-1651 Market Street appears eligible for listing in the California register under Criterion 1
(Event) as a building that embodies the trend of postquake reconstruction. This section of Market Street
and surrounding area were entirely destroyed during the 1906 Earthquake. Between 1906 and the First World
War San Francisco builders and real estate developers took advantage of the need for housing and
commercial space by erecting large, mixed-use masonry apartment buildings with commercial space on the
floor along Market Street and nearby streets, significantly increasing the density of the area. The
building also appears eligible for listing in the California Register under Criterion 3
(Design/Construction) as a moderately well-preserved example of a Classical Revival apartment building
constructed in the Market Street Corridor during the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and reconstruction period of
significance.

Character Defining Features:

Character defining features include its five-story height and U-shaped massing, stucco and brick

John C. Hladik was born in Prague and came to San Francisco as a young man. As an architect, Hladik
specialized in apartment design. The firm of Hladik & Thayer kept offices in the Monadnock Building, and
would have been a natural choice for Lucy, as Hladik was a well-known and busy builder of apartments and
hotels in the city, especially after the 1906 Earthquake. The 1913 Sanborn Map described the building at
1657 Market Street as a five-story hotel, the Hotel Ascot, with a storefront operating at the first story.
In 1936, the Hotel Ascot was still in business under the same name, with the Security Plumbing Supply
Company operating in the storefront. One listed occupant of the hotel was Daniel Hayes, who listed his
occupation as a builder.

In 1940, the information on 1657 Market Street remained the same, and again in 1953. At some point after
1953, the first story storefront has been sealed, although the hotel continues to operate, under the same
name as it opened with in 1913, the Hotel Ascot.

Criterion 3:

1657 Market Street retains a majority of its design and construction detail to accurately convey both
the characteristics of the residential hotel building type and the Classical revival style as applied to
this building type. The Classical Revival style enjoyed a high level of popularity in the United States
from the mid-1890s until 1915. The Classical Revival became especially popular in San Francisco and the
rest of California between 1900 and 1910, where the Victorian-era styles had perhaps been carried to their
extreme. Many of the ornate Italianate, Eastlake and Queen Anne flats and residences destroyed in the 1906
Earthquake and Fire were rebuilt in the more chaste and simplified Classical Revival style. The urban
interpretation of the Classical Revival style incorporated ornamental details including large classically
detailed cornices visually supported by modillions, stucco scored to resemble masonry, ornamental plaster
detailing in the form of neoclassical motifs such as cartouches and crests at the spandrel panels of bay
windows, neoclassical porticos, fluted columns and pilasters, and double-hung one-over-one windows. The
adaptation of these forms into the residential hotel is well-illustrated at 1657 Market Street, with its
paneled spandrels, double-hung windows, engaged pilasters at the fifth floor, entablature with dropped
brackets and molded frieze.

Conclusion:

1657 Market Street appears eligible for listing in the California Register under Criterion 1 as an
example of a residential hotel constructed in San Francisco's Mid-Market area in the wake of the 1906
Earthquake. The disaster destroyed most of central San Francisco, displacing thousands of local residents.
After the disaster, builders responded to the need for housing by building hundreds of multi-story,
masonry apartment buildings and residential hotels.

The lot was leveled during the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire and remained vacant for the following
14 years. In 1920, the property owner, Mortimer Fleishhacker, hired the architect Joseph L. Stewart to
design a large commercial building for the lot. Mortimer Fleishhacker was a San Francisco native son, son
of the well known investor Aaron Fleishhacker. While Mortimer was founder and president of the Anglo
California Trust Co. bank, his younger brother Herbert was founder and president of the Anglo & London
Paris National Bank. Each brother was vice-president of the other's bank. They eventually merged their two
banks in 1932. Mortimer Fleishhacker was a UC Regent and active in social and humanitarian causes.
Together with his brother, he built and donated to San Francisco the enormous Fleishhacker Pool at Ocean
Beach in 1924.

The building at 1661 Market Street appears to have been a rental investment property for Mortimer
Fleishhacker. The first several decades of tenancy in this building are currently unknown. The first known
tenants of the building, according to the 1950 Sanborn Map, were a furniture sales firm at the rear of the
first story, a restaurant at the south portion of the front of the building, and an electrical contractor
at the second story. Today the building operates as a cafe and additional commercial space at the first
story, and residential and offices at the second story.

After the 1906 Earthquake leveled the block on which 1661 Market Street is located, rebuilding of
industrial and commercial structures proceeded at an relatively slow pace due to the complexity of
construction, general economic instability and the difficulty of settling complex insurance claims.

Although 1661 Market Street's location and building typology express a general association with the 1906
Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance, the building's 1920 construction date
places it outside of the primary scope of the period of significance and renders it unable to accurately
embody this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

Joseph L. Stewart (b. 1883) was educated first at the University of Pennsylvania and later at the
Atelier Gromort in Paris. The Atelier Gromort was run under the tutelage of Gorges Gromort, a former
design instructor at the Ecole des Beaux-Arts in Paris. Stewart's work in San Francisco includes the
Ramona Hotel (1914, now Maria Manor) located at 174 Ellis Street.

1661 Market Street is a moderately well preserved example of the Classical Revival style as applied to a
commercial building type constructed along the Market Street Corridor during the 1906 Earthquake and Fire
and Reconstruction period of significance. By 1920, this lot had been vacant fourteen years, and the
Classical Revival style, which had been very frequently used throughout San Francisco during the
rebuilding process, had been well adapted to match its urban form.

The historic Hotel Eastman is a five-story, reinforced concrete apartment building on the northwest, or north,
side of Market Street between Gough and Franklin. The upper floors have red brick cladding with white trim.
The four windows per floor are double-hung six-over-six. On the top floor their sills are extended as a string
course, and their lintels die into the plain frieze under the modillioned cornice. The windows on floors two
through four have radiating brick lintels and white keystones. The ground floor, which may be original,
harmonizes with the Colonial Revival aspects of the upper floors: it has a centered fanlight over three 8-light
fixed or casement windows, and additional fanlights over the two flanking doorways. The building appears to
possess integrity as to location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling, and association. Designed
by William H. Crim, it was rated B in the Heritage survey.

William H. Crim (1879-1930) was a native San Franciscan architect. His notable buildings include the
Pacific Coast Envelope Building at Znd and Harrison streets, the Mission Savings Bank Building, several
Christian Science churches, and the El Capitan Theater in the Mission. He formed a partnership with Earl
Scott (Crim & Scott) which dissolved in 1911.

The Colonial Revival style was a stylistic trend that emerged in the 1880s from the East Coast. After
three-quarters of a century of European-inspired revivals, the Colonial Revival was the first
architectural movement to explicitly celebrate its American origins by referencing colonial-era building
and design traditions. The style originally germinated in the patriotic fervor that followed the 1876
Centennial, emerging as a reaction to what was perceived to be the excessive qualities of the British-
derived Queen Anne style. The nascent style did not truly take off until the nationally prominent firm of
McKim, Mead & White began systematically studying the eighteenth-century Colonial period Federal and
Georgian architecture of Newport Rhode Island.

Despite the remoteness of California from New England, the Colonial Revival became popular in San
Francisco and the rest of California between 1895 and 1910. Perhaps the popularity of the style in San
Francisco was also an extreme reaction of the newest generation of architects against San Francisco's
overblown Victorian confections of the Gilded Age. Although the style first took hold in the City's
wealthier neighborhoods such as Pacific Heights, the style was not confined to homes for the rich. Some of
the destroyed commercial and residential fabric of San Francisco replaced after 1906 was rebuilt in the
simple, elegant and flexible vocabulary of the Colonial Revival.

Prominent architectural features, including classically detailed porticos supported by fluted columns,
Palladian windows, dormers, shutters and large classically detailed cornices, rounded out the design.
Frequently plaster moldings in the form of cartouches, swags, wreaths or garlands highlight the center of
the gables or the spandrel panels.

1666-68 Market Street is a good example of the Colonial Revival style, with its red brick veneer with
contrasting white-tinted stucco ornament, including belt courses and arched window enclosures; fan light
over the main entrance, and chaste cornice consisting of alternating triglyphs and metopes and roof-top
balustrade. Resembling more closely a large Philadelphia rowhouse than a typical San Francisco apartment
building, 1666-68 Market Street stands out from its neighbors.

1666-1668 Market Street appears to be eligible for the California Register of Historical Resources under
Criterion 1 (event) as an example of the post-earthquake relocation and reconstruction trends in Hayes
Valley.

Criterion 1:

1693-1695 Market Street was designed by C.A. Meussdorffer and constructed for Carmel Fallon in 1913-1914
on a lot which formerly featured a one-story leather and canvas goods store, constructed after the 1906
Earthquake. Prior to the earthquake, the lot contained two two-story stores. The 1950 Sanborn Map
describes the building at 1693-1695 Market Street as the Hotel Allen. The commercial storefront that
currently characterizes the first story of the building apparently was inserted between 1950 and 1995. The
building is currently used as a cafe at the first story and multi-unit residential hotel at the upper
stories.

Rebuilding after the 1906 Earthquake proceeded at varying rates throughout the city. Many lots which had
previously held single family dwellings or small commercial buildings were rebuilt, especially in the
South of Market and Market Street Corridor areas, in a higher density use pattern. These higher density
buildings took the form of residential hotels or apartment buildings. 1693-1695 Market Street clearly
reflects its association with this shift in preferred building typologies and accurately reflects its
association with the 1906 earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance.

Criterion 2:

Carmel Fallon was the daughter of Jose Castro, a wealthy landowner in Mexican California, and the
divorced wife of Thomas Fallon who claimed San Jose for the United States during the Mexican-American War
and later became a wealthy landowner also. She built and resided in the nearby Fallon Building, San
Francisco Landmark #223. Although Carmel Fallon may be an important historic personage, her connection
with this building was merely a financial one and the building is not eligible for listing on the
California Register under Criterion 2.

This block was leveled by the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire, and in 1909 the property owner, the
Mission Investment Company, hired the architect Charles Colley to design a new apartment building. Charles
J. Colley (1850-1928) was originally from Wisconsin, and worked as a millwright and carpenter prior to
setting up practice as an architect. With partner Emil S. Lemme, Colley worked on the 1895 version of the
Cliff House, replacing the original structure which had burned in 1894. Colley's strength seems to have
been in the role of superintendent and in running Jjobs. Prior to working with Lemme, he had worked with a
partner named Gould on various buildings in Woodland, California and in San Francisco. In the years after
the earthquake, Colley designed numerous residential hotels and apartment buildings with the Rousseau
Brothers, including the Alta Casa Apartments at the corner of California Street and Powell Street (no
longer extant). Colley continued to practice in San Francisco until his death at aged 78 in 1928. At 1745
-1755 Market Street, Colley built a four-story apartment building, dubbed the Valmar (VALencia/MARket) by
1913 (Sanborn Map), featuring 37 apartments and six storefronts, including a drug store at the corner of
Market Street and Valencia Street, and a restaurant at the corner of Valencia Street and McCoppin Avenue.
In the 1950s the building seems to have housed a generally even mixture of male and female tenants (City
Directory). Through the years the arrangement of the storefronts had been significantly altered, though
the building still operates as apartments over commercial storefronts.

The 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire leveled the entire South of Market area. Rebuilding proceeded at
varying rates throughout the area, often with residential rebuilding preceding industrial rebuilding due
to necessity, relative ease of construction, and less difficulty settling insurance claims. Additionally,
the type of residential building changed; where there were once single-family dwellings, new multi-unit
building sprang up in their place.

Integrity:

1745-1755 Market Street has undergone extensive alterations including the removal or covering of
original cladding with stucco, the reconfiguration of the original storefronts, the removal of original
storefront fenestration and replacement with contemporary anodized aluminum doors and windows, and the
alteration of the vertical terminus of the building and replacement with a plain stucco frieze.
Additionally, the building suffers reduced integrity of setting, as a highway off-ramp now abuts the rear
of the building. The building retains certain character-defining features, including its four-story height
and irregularly shaped massing, double-hung wood sash windows, and recessed entry, glazed door and arched
lobby windows (currently used as an additional storefront) along the Market Street elevation.
Additionally, despite alterations, the building retains continuity of use. 1745-1755 Market Street retains
integrity of location, and partially retains the aspects of association, feeling, setting, materials and
design. The building does not retain integrity of workmanship.

Conclusion:

1745-1755 Market Street does not appear to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places,
California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterionAlthough its building
location, typology and date of construction indicate a strong association with the 1906 Earthquake and
Fire and Reconstruction period of significance, significant alterations to the building sever the
building's ability to eloquently express that association. Additionally, these alterations render the
building unable to embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, period or method of construction.
Furthermore, the building does not represent the work of a master, nor does it possess high artistic
value.

Sanborn maps from 1886 show that the block was occupied by three buildings. The 1899 Sanborn map shows
that the parcel is occupied by a two-story building fronting Market Street with two small, one-story
buildings in the rear.

1874-1878 Market Street was constructed circa 1907 for Herman Cohn, a manufacturer of overalls. No
architect or builder is known. Cohn owned this lot from at least 1894. Prior to the 1906 Earthquake and
fire, the lot contained a two-story, single-family dwelling.

Hayes Valley largely escaped destruction during the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire. Earthquake
refugees set up camp in the area not long after the fires were extinguished, such as the temporary camp
erected on vacant ground at Market and Laguna streets. As the influx of refugees began to create a demand
for permanent housing, many single-family dwellings were converted to multi-family housing, and larger
lots were subdivided and flats built alongside older homes.

1874-1878 Market Street is also an example of an apartment building, a type of building that is
widespread in the Hayes Valley and Market Street corridor area. Apartment buildings are generally located
on a large lot with an arrangement of multiple living units on each floor with access to individual units
provided through a central lobby. The majority of apartment buildings constructed at this time were
designed in the Classical Revival style. Other popular styles included Craftsman, Mission, and Spanish
Colonial Revival.

1884-1886 Market Street was designed by architects Irvine & Ebbets and constructed in 1932 by builders
Lager & Vol Franz. The identified first owner, Nick H Cochilas, operated a restaurant at the first story
and lived above. According to City Directories, State College Sweet Shop & Lunch Counter was located in
the building from 1936-1953. The City Directories list a variety of residential renters through the 1930s,
1940s and 1950s.

1890 Market Street appears to have undergone substantial alterations, including re-cladding in simulated
masonry on the ground floor and smooth stucco on the upper floors, replacement windows consisting of
double-hung, vinyl sash, and remodeling of the storefront with a recessed entry, glazed door, and fixed
windows. The buildings does retain its original wide frieze with brackets and a deeply projecting cornice.

Conclusion:

1890 Market Street does not appear to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places,
California Register of Historical Resources or local designation under any criterion.

Shortly after construction, the building was occupied by the Golden Nugget Sweets company, which used
the first story as a candy factory and the second story as offices. The western portion of the lot
featured non-retail gas and oil tanks, possibly used either for factory machinery or delivery trucks.

building at 1975 Market Street though the end of the 1960s. The company was bought in 1972 by the
Annabelle Candy Company, and operations were absorbed by the headquarters factory in Hayward, California.
The building currently operates as a retail space on the first story and office space on the second story.

After the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire, rebuilding proceeded at varying paces throughout the city.
The Eureka Valley/Castro area, which had been largely spared by earthquake damage and completely spared by
the fire, experienced a sharp upturn in building activity between 1906 and 1914. J. C. Corporation's
decision to construct this building came midway though the waves of industrial construction that swept the
city after the fires were out and the debris cleared away. Taking a cue from the Mission Promotion
Association, the Eureka Valley Improvement Association formed in 1905 and, during the post-quake era,
lobbied for improvements such as improved streetcar service, better lighting, and public school
construction in the Upper Market area. In addition, the association lobbied owners of large tracts of
vacant land to sell to residential property developers to fill out the district. With it's Eureka
Valley/Castro/Market Street Corridor location and original building typology (Commercial/Light
Industrial), 1975 Market Street demonstrates a general association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and
Reconstruction period of significance. However, the 1921 construction date places the building outside of
the primary scope of the period of significance and renders it unable to accurately embody this broad
pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

Although there is no architect of record for 1975 Market Street, the relatively sophisticated design and
execution of the building suggest that Thomas Mulcahey was a sensitive and experienced builder.

The Classical Revival style began to emerge in the United States during the last quarter of the
nineteenth century, and became especially popular in San Francisco and the rest of California after the
turn of the 20th century. Applied to the commercial building typology, the Classical Revival style is
largely reduced to expression through ornamental details and symmetrical facade arrangement.
Characteristics of the Classical Revival style include ornamental plaster forms in neoclassical motifs,
including cartouches and garlands, found either on the facade or at the upper portion of gables or on the
spandrels panels of bay windows, neoclassical pilasters, bold neoclassical porticos supported by fluted
Corinthian columns, and large classically detailed cornices visually supported by modillions. 1975 Market
Street retains sufficient character-defining features to embody the distinctive characteristics of the
Classical Revival type and period.

The building at 2051 Market Street was built by the builder Ira W. Coburn for the property owner Mary
Reigle. The building was occupied upon completion by McAvoy & O'Hara, funeral directors and embalmers.
McAvoy & O'Hara had been located at the 2300 block of Market Street in 1906, in a building that housed the
funeral parlor on the first floor and residential flats above, one of which was occupied by H. J. McAvoy.
