19 Pearl Street is located on a 25’ x 80’ lot on the east side of Pearl Street, between Market Street and Duboce Avenue. Built in
1925, 19 Pearl Street is a four-story, wood frame, multiple-family residential building containing 6 units designed in the
Mediterranean Revival style. The rectangular-plan building, clad in brick, stucco, and wood shiplap siding, is capped by a flat
roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The primary fagade faces west and is two bays wide. The first floor is clad in
brick and features a gated, recessed entry with a wood and glazed door in the left bay. A paneled garage door spans the left and
right bays, and a basement entry with paneled wood door is set at the far right end of the elevation. The upper three floors are
clad in stucco and are characterized by semi-hexagonal bay windows with double-hung, metal sash; full-height, spiral fluted
ornament on the edges of the center face; and cartouche ornament on the spandrel panels. The primary facade terminates in a
coved cornice and a shaped parapet wall with cartouche ornament centered over each bay. Side elevations are clad in wood,
shiplap siding. The building appears to be in good condition.

In 1925, the real estate agent Ralph C. Curryer, who lived and worked on 14th Avenue, was listed as the
owner of the new building at 19 Pearl Street. In 1929, ownership of the property was transferred from
Curryer to his wife Elsie L. Curryer. The Curryers never resided at this address and appeared to use the
building as a rental property. The City Directories through the 1930s, 1940s and 1950s list a mixture of
both men and women renting at 19 Pearl Street. The building continues to operate as a residential/flats
building.

This area of the Mission was leveled by the 1906 Earthquake and fire. As thousands of earthquake
refugees moved into the Mission District from the burned-out South of Market area, doubling up with
relatives, camping in parks, or moving into former single-family houses hastily divided into apartments,
the demand for permanent housing became severe. Due to these intense population pressures, the Mission
District was rapidly reconstructed after the quake. Reconstruction in the Mission occurred in several
waves. It appears that the two-story dwelling on the lot at 19 Pearl Street was destroyed in the 1906
earthquake and fire, as the 1914 Sanborn map shows the lot occupied by a one-story cottage, likely quickly
constructed during the first wave to provide immediate housing after the quake that was intended to
suffice until larger, more permanent buildings could be constructed. Residential builders later began the
lucrative business of rebuilding multiple-family apartment buildings. 19 Pearl Street is part of the third
wave of reconstruction that began in the 1920s, an era of increased prosperity and rampant real estate
development nationwide following a brief hiatus during the First World War.

Although 19 Pearl Street's Mission location and residential flats building typology reflect a general
association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance, the 1925
construction date places the building outside of the primary scope of this period of significance and
therefore unable to accurately reflect this broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Criterion 3:

John C. Hladik was born in Prague and came to San Francisco as a young man where he worked as an
architect specializing in apartment buildings. Among his best-known buildings are the 16-story Crown Tower
Apartments (1926) and a Spanish Revival high rise apartment building (1925), both located near Union
Square. During his career, Hladik kept offices in the Monadnock Building. He died while on vacation in
Guerneville, Sonoma County in 1928.

The Stoneson Brothers & Thorinson were one of the five "big builders" in San Francisco from the late
1920s on, building almost 2,500 homes in the Bay Area. Born in Victoria, Canada, Henry (1895-1958) and
Ellis (1893-1952) Stoneson first began building houses in Alaska, British Colombia and in the state of
Washington when they were only in their 20s. They came to San Francisco in 1920 with their friend Fred
Thorinson, where they formed a partnership and began building houses on a small scale. The Stoneson
Brothers also teamed with Thorison on the developments of a tract of homes in Crocker Amazon and on the
developments of Westwood Highlands and Monterey Heights. In the 1930s and 1940s, they took advantage of
Federal Housing Administration’s loan guarantees to build houses on a larger scale. In the late 1930s,
they began construction on the Lakeside development, a cluster of Regency-style homes served by a small
commercial section called Lakeside Village. In 1949, the brothers broke ground on Stonestown, a 67-acre
development that featured 783 rental units, a shopping center, medical building, and grocery store,

The Mediterranean Revival style (sometimes referred to as Mediterranean/Italian Renaissance Revival
Architecture) is an eclectic design style that was first introduced in the United States around the turn
of the 20th Century, and came into prominence in the 1920s and 1930s. The style reflects the architectural
influences of the Mediterranean coast: Italian, Byzantine, Moorish themes from southern Spain, and the
south of France. Mediterranean Revival is generally characterized by stuccoed wall surfaces, flat or low-
pitched terra cotta and tile roofs, arched fenestration, scrolled or tile-capped parapet walls, and
articulated door and window surrounds with applied decoration.

19 Pearl Street is a modest if well-preserved example of residential flats designed in the Mediterranean
Revival style. Nevertheless, it does not rise to the level of embodying the "distinctive characteristics
of a type, period, region, or method of construction," nor does its design possess high artistic values.

Integrity:

19 Pearl Street appears to have undergone few substantial alterations. These include the replacement of
original double-hung, wood sash windows with double-hung, metal sash windows. The building retains
character-defining features including: height and massing; brick cladding at base with stucco on the upper
stories and wood side elevations; shiplap siding; a gated, recessed entry with a wood and glazed door;
fenestration pattern characterized by semi-hexagonal bay windows; Mediterranean Revival ornamentation
consisting of full-height, spiral fluted ornaments on the edges of the center face of bay windows and
cartouche ornaments on the spandrel panels; coved cornice and a shaped parapet wall with a cartouche
ornament centered over each bay; and flat roof. The building retains the following aspects of integrity:

3-5 Pearl Street is located at the southeast corner of Pearl and Market Streets. Built in 1906 and designed in the Classcial
Revival style, it is a one-story, steel frame and brick commercial building. Clad in a combination of flush wood and stucco siding,
the building has an irregularly shaped plan and a roof of 4 parallel gables. The primary elevation is five bays wide and faces
Market Street. The secondary elevation is seven bays wide and faces Pearl Street. The first story has five entries, primarily fitted
with modern metal and glass doors. Modern plate glass shop windows in metal frames predominate, though the building also
retains some divided wood transoms above the windows, hidden under the modern awnings and signage. The building has a
metal entablature with a row of dentils, a freize with a Greek key motif, and a molded cornice.

B10: Significance (continued)

By 1894, the lot was owned by Catherine R. Koerner, wife of John N. Koerner, listed as a merchant at 3
Pearl Street in the 1894 City Directory. This block was leveled in the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire,
and the Koerner family, which remained in ownership of the lot through the 1920s, chose to quickly rebuild
a series of one-story commercial buildings, as was common in the years directly after the earthquake.
Although the architect and builder of 3-5 Pearl Street are unrecorded, the simple commercial structures
that make up the lot housed a locksmith, a butcher, and a barber by 1908 (City Directories). The 1914
Sanborn Map describes the commercial tenants as a cigar factory (Meyer & Aschmeier) at 3 Pearl Street, a
saloon at the corner storefront addressed 1 Pearl, a store at 1815 Market Street, and the San Francisco
Wire Works at 1811 Market Street. In 1936 and 1940, the Rainbow Dyeing & Cleaning Service occupied one of
the storefronts, and in 1950, the Sanborn Map indicates that there was a small store at 5 Pearl Street and
a larger furniture store in the remaining storefronts. By 1953, Loomis Cleaning and Laundry Service was
located at 5 Pearl Street. The building is currently occupied by three restaurants and a laundry service.

Quite common along Market Street and neighborhood commercial streets, single-story retail buildings were
most commonly built after the 1906 Earthquake with the proceeds of insurance settlements. Based on simple
construction techniques and lack of complex architectural detailing, it is apparent that many single-story
retail buildings were erected quickly in order to establish a commercial presence on a given lot without a
substantial outlay of funds. Called “taxpayer blocks” on the East Coast, this building type was designed
to generate revenue as quickly as possible. Many were eventually demolished and replaced with larger, more
permanent buildings with office or residential floors above. 3-5 Pearl Street, with its Market Street
location, circa 1906 construction date, and building typology (commercial/single story retail) clearly
demonstrates an association with this broad pattern of San Francisco history.

Integrity:

3-5 Pearl Street appears to have undergone significant alterations including the removal of most of the
original fenestration and replacement with contemporary metal sash doors and windows, the removal or
covering of portions of the original cladding, and the recladding of the facade in stucco, including
rusticated stucco at areas of the water table. The building retains some of its character defining
features, including its one-story height and irregular massing, areas of flush wood siding, unique four
parallel gable roof configuration, some divided wood transoms above the windows, metal entablature with a
row of dentils, a painted frieze with a Greek key motif, and a molded cornice. The building retains the
following aspects of integrity: location, setting, and partially retains the aspects of feeling,
association and design. The building does not retain integrity of workmanship or materials.

As
thousands of earthquake refugees moved into the Mission District from the burned-out South of Market Area,
doubling up with relatives, camping in parks, or moving into former single-family houses hastily divided
into apartments, the demand for permanent housing became severe. Due to these intense population
pressures, the Mission District was rapidly reconstructed after the quake.

Integrity:

33 Pearl Street appears to have undergone some alterations since its construction, most notably the
removal of original wood windows and their replacement with metal sliding windows. Remaining character-
defining features include an arched, recessed entry porch sheathed in marble on the interior and
sheltering a single glazed, wood entry door and fixed, divided wood window; chamfered bay windows in each
bay at upper stories; fourth story bay windows that have a continuous cornice that extends to the ends of
the elevation; parapet wall with a plain cornice; and flat roof. 33 Pearl Street retains the following
aspects of integrity: location and setting, and partially retains integrity of association, feeling,
design.

Conclusion:

As
thousands of earthquake refugees moved into the Mission District from the burned-out South of Market Area,
doubling up with relatives, camping in parks, or moving into former single-family houses hastily divided
into apartments, the demand for permanent housing became severe. Due to these intense population
pressures, the Mission District was rapidly reconstructed after the quake. Residential builders later
began the lucrative business of rebuilding multiple family apartment buildings, like 72 Pearl Street,
within the destroyed sections of the Mission. Reconstruction in the Mission occurred in several waves. 72
Pearl Street is part of the third wave that began in the 1920s, an era of increased prosperity and rampant
real estate development nationwide following a brief hiatus during the First World War.

Although 72 Pearl Street's Mission location and residential flats building typology reflect a general
association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance, the building's
1925 construction date places it outside of the primary scope of the period and renders it unable to
accurately reflect that broad pattern of San Francisco's history.

Crlterlon 3:

States around the turn of the 20th Century, and came into prominence in the 1920s and 1930s. The style
reflects the architectural influences of the Mediterranean coast: Italian, Byzantine, Moorish themes from
southern Spain, and French. The Mediterranean Revival style is generally characterized by stuccoed wall
surfaces, flat or low-pitched terra cotta and tile roofs, arches, scrolled or tile-capped parapet walls
and articulated door and window surrounds with applied decoration. Although an example of the style, 72
Pearl Street is a very modest example and does not embody the "distinctive characteristics of a type,
period, region, or method of construction.”

However, 70 Pearl Street is a noncontributing property within the California Register-eligible Elgin

Park-Pearl Street Reconstruction district. Additionally, the building is a well preserved and intact

example of a Mediterranean Revival residential flats building, and retains sufficient character defining

features to merit special consideration in local planning.

Character-defining features include height and massing, scored stucco base and smooth stucco cladding on
upper stories, recessed main entry porch with molded stucco surround, fenestration pattern,
