45 Polk St. is located on a 30’ x 100’ lot on the west side of Polk Street, between Fell and Hayes Streets. Built in 1924, 
45 Polk St. is a 3-story, steel frame, brick, commercial building remodeled in the International style. The rectangular-plan 
building, clad in brick and stucco, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The primary façade faces 
east and is 4 bays wide. The first floor is clad in brick and features a modern storefront at the left end of the elevation, fitted with 
an aluminum-frame, glass door with transom and flanking plate glass windows. An entrance to the upper stories is centered on 
the elevation and consists of an off-center, aluminum frame, glass door with transom and two plate glass windows with 
transoms. The upper stories are characterized by aluminum-frame, plate glass windows with bottom light. Several windows have 
inset awning sash. The windows have wide, stuccoed spandrel panels on the first story and shorter similar panels on the second 
story. Wide stucco transom panels are set above the third-story windows. The elevation ends in a plain roofline. Secondary 
elevations are clad in brick. The building appears to be in good condition.

*P3a.  Description:   (Describe resource and its major elements.  Include design, materials, condition, alterations, size, setting, and boundaries.) 
55 Polk St. is located on a 60’ x 87’ lot on the west side of Polk Street, between Fell and Hayes Streets. Built in 1917, 55 Polk St. 
is a 4-story, brick masonry, 31-unit apartment building designed in the Classical Revival style. The rectangular-plan building, clad 
in yellow brick, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The primary façade faces east and is 5 bays 
wide. The first floor features an off-center, recessed main entrance in the fourth bay, fitted with a wood door with sidelights. The 
entrance is marked on the façade by a shallowly-arched surround with three keystones articulated in brick. The first story has 
paired,  double-hung, one-over-one wood sash in the first, second, fourth and fifth bays with arched openings, segmental arch 
caps with three keystones. The third bay has two single windows with arched openings, identical sash and segmental arch caps 
and single keystones. This fenestration pattern continues on the upper three stories. The primary facade terminates in a metal 
cornice with brackets. Side elevations have shallow light wells centered on the elevations. The rear (west) elevation has an 
identical fenestration pattern to the façade, but has no decorative elements. The building appears to be in good condition.
