*P3a.  Description:   (Describe resource and its major elements.  Include design, materials, condition, alterations, size, setting, and boundaries.) 
801 Turk Street is located on an 120’ x 138’ corner lot on the south side of Turk Street between Franklin and Gough Streets. 
Built in 1953, 801 Turk Street is a reinforced concrete, government building designed in a modified International style. The 
building has a 4-story, square-plan massing and a narrow massing with slightly higher story height on the north side of the 
building. The structure is clad in concrete panels and has a flat roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. The primary 
façade faces north toward Turk St. and there are secondary elevations facing east toward Franklin St. and south toward Elm St. 
The first story of the primary façade features two recessed entrances set fitted with double-leaf, glazed aluminum doors with 
transoms and sidelights. All the other bays display blank wall faces. A box cornice separates the first story from the upper 
stories. The upper stories are characterized by bands of continuous fixed, metal-sash windows set within a projecting surround. 
The Franklin St. elevation is has a narrow strip of ribbon windows set high on the north end of the first story. The upper stories 
are identical to the Turk St. elevation. The rear block has vertical banks of fixed, metal windows divided by concrete panels. The 
Elm St. elevation has asymmetrical fenestration consisting of bands of contiguous fixed metal windows and single fixed metal 
windows of various sizes. The west elevation has a mechanical tower on the north end of the elevation and a symmetrical 
pattern of window openings with three contiguous metal fixed windows. All elevations end in plain rooflines. The building appears 
to be in good condition.

835 Turk Street is located on a 58’ x 120’ lot on the south side of Turk Street between Franklin and Gough Streets. Built in 1930, 
835 Turk Street is a 7-story, steel and reinforced concrete, multiple-family dwelling designed in the Mediterranean Revival style. 
The rectangular-plan building, clad in stucco and concrete, is capped by a flat roof. The foundation is not visible from the street. 
The primary façade faces north and is 4 bays wide. The first and second stories are rusticated, while the upper stories are clad in 
smooth stucco. The first story  features a garage in the left bay; paired wood-frame, fixed windows in the left center bay; the 
main entrance in the right center bay, and another pair of fixed wood frame windows in the right bay. The main entrance has 
double-leaf, glazed wood doors with transom and sidelights. A metal, arched canopy with scrolled vine ornament shelters the 
entrance.  Each bay of the second floor features an arched window opening. The window opening over the entrance has a 
single, fixed light. The remaining openings have  8-over-1, double-hung wood-sash windows with fixed, divided sidelights. The 
window openings have bands of rosette ornament on the spandrel panel and scroll keystones. Round plaques with shields are 
set between each window.

An band of acanthus molding separates the second and third stories. The upper stories have shallow, semi-hexagonal bay 
windows in the end bays with 6-over-1, double-hung wood sash. The center bay has recessed openings with wood French doors 
on each story accessing a fire escape. The remaining center bays have two eight-over-one, double-hung, wood-sash windows. 
An intermediary cornice separates the sixth and seventh floors. The seventh floor is differentiated with a grid pattern of rosette 
ornament and heavily sculpted vegetal caps on the window and door openings. The primary façade terminates in a cornice. The 
building appears to be in good condition.
