201 Waller Street is located on a 30’ x 90’ lot on the south side of Waller Street on the corner of Buchanan Street. Built in 1931,
201 Waller Street is a 4-story, wood frame, 7 unit apartment building designed in the Spanish Colonial Revival style. The building
consists of the original 1931 construction and a 1.5-story addition on the west end of the roof. The rectangular-plan building, clad
in stucco, is capped by a gable roof on the east end and a flat roof on the rest of the building. The primary fagade faces north
toward Waller Street, and a secondary elevation faces east toward Buchanan Street. The primary fagcade is 5 bays wide. The
first, fourth, and fifth bays have a full 4-story height, while the second and third (center) bays have a 3-story height. On the first
story of the facade, a tiled, arched entry way, enclosed by a spindle metal security gate, is set in the center bay. The entry has a
recessed, wood door with sidelights and molded surrounds. An integral, arched garage door framed by engaged columns is
located in the right bay. The remaining bays contain small, rectangular windows covered with decorative iron window bars. On
the second and third stories, semi-hexagonal bay windows with picture sash and side casement sash are located in the left,
center, and right bays.

On the fourth story, the left bay has a gable
roofline and wood French doors opening onto a balcony with decorative metal railing, posts, and awning frame on top of the third
story bay window. The building rises to three stories in the second and third bays where a high metal parapet wall lines the flat roof.
In the fourth and fifth bays, the building rises to a fourth story addition, with a door in the fourth bay and a metal three-part picture
window in the fifth bay. The fourth bay has a fire escape running from the second story to the fourth story with platforms located at
each story. The gable roof and the parapet on the fourth and fifth bays are clad in red clay tiles. A corbelled and tile chimney is
located on the northeast corner of the building.

On the east elevation, three, arched garage doors divided by engaged columns occupy the first story. The second and third stories
have semi-hexagonal bay windows in the left bay and paired wood windows in the right bay. The second story paired windows have
casement sash while the third-story windows are arched with a column divider and decorative metal balcony and railing. On the
fourth story of the left bay, wood, French doors open onto the top of the bay window, which is lined with a decorative metal
balustrade and awning frame.

The First Baptist Chapel is one of three buildings associated with the First Baptist Church located on a 137.5’ x 221.25' corner lot
on the north side of Waller Street between Laguna and Octavia Streets. Constructed ca. 1900 as a San Francisco Fire
Department storehouse, the First Baptist Chapel is a 1-story, brick building designed in the Gothic Revival style. The building,
clad in common bond brick, is capped by a gable roof. The foundation is not visible. The south-facing primary fagade is 3 bays
wide. The first floor features a centered, bay opening with pointed arch in-filled with three glazed wood doors and wood panel
system.

The historic Engine 19 Firehouse is a small 1-1/2-story brick structure on the north side of Waller Street on a
sloping site between Octavia and Laguna. It has a wide center entry designed for the horse-drawn fire engine,
set in a slightly projecting pavilion. The transom is a shallow basket-handle arch with terra cotta corner
blocks, a radiating lintel of three brick soldier courses, and a large terra cotta keystone reading "1886" for the
founding year of Engine Company 19. Flanking the center were two terra cotta keystoned pedestrian entries,
which were subsequently bricked up and have recently been reconstituted as two levels of double-hung wood
windows. The building has both a molded metal cornice and a brick parapet with a terra cotta plaque reading
"Engine 19." The main opening has been changed at least twice and now has glazed wood doors in a slight
recess. It is used as a chapel for First Baptist Church on the same parcel. In spite of the alterations to
openings, the building appears to possess basic integrity as to location, setting, materials, workmanship,
feeling, and association. It is a contributor to the Hayes Valley Historic District, which was determined
eligible for the National Register of Historic Places by HUD and SHPO in 1976.

Integrity:

In regards to integrity, 52 Waller Street appears to have undergone some alterations, including the in-
filling of the central vehicular bay with three glazed wood doors. Flanking the entry, are two infilled
pedestrian doors now containing modern wood sash windows with hopper transoms. Character-defining features
include one-story height and massing, common bond brick cladding, sparse Gothic Revival ornament including
the pointed arch vehicular entrance. Despite alterations to the openings, 52 Waller Street retains the
following aspects of integrity: location, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling, and association. It
does not retain integrity of design as the front and pedestrian entrances have been infilled.

Conclusion:

52 Waller Street is a contributor to the Hayes Valley Historic District, which was determined eligible
for listing in the National Register of Historic Places by SHPO in 1976. The building retains integrity
and still appears to be eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under Criterion A
(event/history) and C (design/construction) as a well preserved and intact example of an American
Commercial/Gothic Revival government building constructed during the Period of Significance (1870-1906) of
the Gilded Age of Merchant Builders context. Constructed at the height of the 1880s-era building boom, the
fire station was presumably an important representation of local governmental authority in the
neighborhood. It is also likely that the crew of the firehouse played a role in stopping the fires that
destroyed most of the city east of Hayes Valley during the aftermath of the 1906 Earthquake. In regard to
its brick construction, 52 Waller Street is an unusual example of an early government building in Hayes
Valley. The building clearly expresses its association with broad patterns of local history and embodies

The First Baptist Church at 54 Waller Street is located on a 137’ x 221’ corner lot on the north side of Waller Street between at
Octavia Boulevard. Built in 1909, the First Baptist Church is a four-story, steel frame religious building designed in the Classical
Revival style. The square-plan building, clad in wood and masonry veneer, sits on a concrete perimeter foundation and is
capped with a flat roof and dome. The raised basement story has stucco covering simulating ashlar masonry, and beltcourses
divide the raised basement (first story) and second story, and the second story from the upper stories. The primary elevation
faces south toward Waller Street and is thirteen bays wide, consisting of a seven-bay wide main block and six-bay wide wing.
The secondary elevation faces east to Octavia Boulevard and is ten bays wide. The primary elevation has three entry bays
centered on the elevation rising from the raised basement story through the truncated second story level. The center entry bay
now houses an elevator shaft providing access to the street level. The entry has a shallow door hood with scroll brackets and the
words “First Baptist Church” on the frieze. The central five bays on the upper stories of the main block have (continued)

two-story arched windows divided by lonic pilasters supporting a wide frieze, cornice with modillions, and a pediment. The
arched windows have thematic stained glass windows. The end bays have sets of three windows consisting of arched and
rectangular window openings divided by a spandrel panel. The Octavia Boulevard (east) elevation has a similar scheme, though
there are no entrances on this elevation, and the central five bays have a straight cornice, without a pediment. The words “First
Baptist Church” are centered on the frieze on this elevation. The wing extending west along Waller Street has two entrances with
minimal architectural decoration at ground level. The central four bays of the wing project slightly and a beltcourse divides the
raised basement (first) and second stories. The Waller Street elevation of the wing is clad in stucco, while the west elevation has
wood channel siding. Windows on the wing are vertically divided three-over three-light, wood, double-hung sash. The street
elevations of First Baptist Church terminate in a paneled parapet. The main block has a raised dome clad in metal shingle
roofing, topped by a cross. A neon sign in the shape of a cross is affixed to the southeast corner of the building, and reads “First
Baptist.” A later, single-story, steel frame and masonry addition extends west from the wing along Waller Street. This addition
has a rectangular plan; a flat roof; and a gated, integral porch with concrete steps.

Prior to construction of this building, the congregation, which was established in 1847 by the Reverend
0.C. Wheeler, had relocated twice in 10 years: In 1900 the church was located on Eddy Street between Jones
and Levenworth, and in 1907 it was at 1620 O'Farrell Street. In 1909, the present building was constructed
on a large vacant lot. At the time of construction the church was headed by Reverend George Burlingame,
who was later president of the Pacific Coast Baptist Assembly. The building continues to house the First
Baptist Church of San Francisco.

The majority of Hayes Valley escaped destruction during the 1906 Earthquake and resultant fire, although
some earthquake damage occurred. Afterwards, every available space seems to have acquired infill
construction. As the demographics of the neighborhood shifted with the influx of earthquake refugees, the
newcomers erected new buildings or adapted existing buildings to serve their needs. Ethnically, the Hayes
Valley neighborhood had become much more diverse as evidenced by the profusion of ethnic organizations and
religious congregations. Joining old-stock American Protestant denominations were a synagogue, a Japanese
YMCA, and St. Paul’s German Methodist church. The First Baptist Church of San Francisco is one of the more
prominent church buildings extant in San Francisco, with a dramatic corner lot adjacent to the rise in the
mid-Market Corridor.

54 Waller Street, with its 1909 construction date, Hayes Valley location, and building typology, clearly
demonstrates an association with the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and Reconstruction period of significance.

54 Waller Street appears to have undergone few substantial alterations since its construction in 1909.
Alterations include a recessed elevator within the center entry bay and neon sign, which has arguably
acquired significance in its own right. The building retains all aspects of integrity: location, design,
setting, materials, workmanship, feeling, and association.

Conclusion:

54 Waller Street appears to be ellglble for llstlng 1n the Natlonal Reglster of Hlstorlc Places under

major church erected in the Hayes Valley nelghborhood during the 1906 Earthquake and Fire and
Reconstructlon perlod of srgnlflcance 54 Waller Street also appears ellglble under Crlterlon C and

Revival- style religious building. Recalllng the des1gn of new government buildings belng planned in the
nearby Civic Center District, the building clearly expresses its association with a broad pattern of San
Francisco's history, embodying the distinctive characteristics of a type, period and method of
construction.

The one-story addition does not appear to be eligible for listing in the California Register because it
was constructed outside of the period of significance.
