50-54 Webster St is one of two buildings located on a 50’ x 87’ lot at the southwest corner of Hermann and Webster Street. The
second building is addressed as 190-198 Hermann Street. 50-54 Webster Street is a 3-story, wood frame, multiple-family residential
building with three units that appears to have been heavily modified. The rectangular-plan building, clad in smooth stucco and drop
wood siding, is capped by a flat roof. The Webster Street fagade is three bays wide, including the corner bay, while the Hermann
Street elevation is two bays wide. On Webster Street, the left bay of the ground floor contains a recessed entryway that is
demarcated by a pointed trefoil arch and ornate metal security door. This entryway has a small flight of concrete stairs and three
contemporary wood doors with transoms. The rest of the ground floor features single fenestration openings and a curved corner
window.

50-54 Webster Street was designed by local architect Henry Geilfuss and constructed by an unidentified
builder in 1900 for the identified first owners, George and Katherine Samsreithner. George Samsreithner
was a grocer, and apparently leased this property as rental income. The property was owned by the
Samsreithner family though at least 1909, and by 1920 it had been sold to a P. Barohelar.

The building was constructed as residential flats, a use pattern which it retains today.

Laid out in 1856 as part of the Western Addition, the area known today as the Lower Haight began to
develop during the early 1880s after cable car service opened along Haight Street. 62-64 Webster Street,
with its 1902 constrction date, Lower Haight location, and residential/flats building typology, clearly
reflects an association with this broad pattern of San Francisco history.

Integrity:

The building appears to have undergone substantial alterations since its construction, including the
removal of all architectural ornament and replacement of the original wood siding with stucco cladding,
added garage and pedestrian entrance at ground level, and concrete entry steps. The building retains
integrity of location, as it has not been moved. Although adjacent buildings appear to have been
constructed during the same time period, 62-64 Webster Street does not retain integrity of setting because
those adjacent buildings have also been heavily altered. In addition, the building does not retain
integrity of materials, design, workmanship, feeling, or association due to the significant alterations
described above.

The
first floor features a garage in the left bay and a gated recessed entryway in the right bay. The entryway features a shouldered
arch and contains recessed, wood doors with sidelights.

A permit for a one-story-plus-basement, single-family residence was filed in 1952 by the owner, Joe
Higgins Jr. In 1953, Higgins sold the building to Robert Campbell, a foreman at Schweitzer & Co. In 1983,
Campbell requested a permit for replacement aluminum windows. The building was constructed as a single
family dwelling, a use pattern which it maintains today.

Laid out in 1856 as part of the Western Addition, the area known today as the Lower Haight began to
develop during the early 1880s after cable car service opened along Haight Street. As evidenced from the
Sanborn maps, very little change appears to have occurred in the small section of the Lower Haight
neighborhood within the Market and Octavia Survey Area during the Depression, World War II and Postwar
Aftermath period of significance. The Post-War Era is largely characterized by federal interventions, both
in housing and highway development. 66 Webster Street shows no direct association with this broad pattern
of San Francisco history.

Integrity:

In regard to integrity, 66 Webster Street appears to have undergone few substantial alterations since
its construction. It retains its character-defining features of height and massing, stucco cladding,
entryway with a shouldered arch, wood door with sidelights, fenestration pattern, narrow canopies above
the windows, and flat roof with simple cornice. 66 Webster retains integrity of location, setting, design,
feeling, and association. The building partially retains integrity of materials and workmanship, due to
fenestration alteration.
